Thank you very much for your ongoing prayers and support as I work with the Luke Society in Moyobamba. Let me tell you what has happened since April. 

The water project has begun in N.M!

The start of the water projects was delayed over May and June due to the extension of the rainy season. Heavy rain made travel to the villages difficult, and also meant that the villages were delayed in their coffee harvests. But praise the Lord the dry season is beginning and the project in Nuevo Milagro has now begun!!

Liliana Vásquez, a Christian civil engineer from Bella Vista (northern Peru), arrived at the beginning of July and will be directing the construction work on the projects. 

Leaders from both Nuevo Milagro and Guillermo villages applied to the municipality of Moyobamba for help in purchasing sand and gravel for the projects. Guillermo were accepted, and the municipality will be purchasing sand and gravel for the project this month. Unfortunately, Nuevo Milagro were declined help. However, we’ve helped the village purchase the material at a good price from the municipality of a nearby town, and it has now been delivered (see photo).

The rest of the materials for the projects will be purchased with funds from Tearfund. Having looked around at prices, we’ve now found suppliers in Nueva Cajamarca (a commercial town) that sell tubing and cement at good prices.

Bella Aurora / ‘Shalom’ centre

We’re continuing to meet with the children from Bella Aurora and surrounding area on Sunday mornings in 

the Shalom centre. Praise the Lord that there are two new volunteers who help in the classes with the children. 

As a promoter of the Shalom Christian centre, I’ve produced a leaflet and written to Church leaders in Moyobamba to publicise the centre. However, there’s been little response and interest shown, which may be because of the location of the centre in a slightly difficult to reach part of town (off the Moyobamba plateau). We’re seeking the Lord’s will as to the future of the centre and how it could work.

Other news

From next year the Luke Society’s community development programme (including the Water and 


Sanitation programme) will begin working with native Aguaruna communities. I’ve accompanied the team on two trips to visit an Aguaruna village where we will be working, and also participated in meetings to begin to plan the work. Working with native communities will require some changes in the Luke Society’s approach and methodology in development work. We will also need to learn the Aguaruna language!
Praise the Lord that in my first year in Peru with Latin Link, LL received for my financial support in excess of my target support figure! Half of the excess will go to support LL members who have not reached their support. The other half of the excess will go towards my support for this year, to purchase a computer for the Water and Sanitation programme, and towards a project to purchase easy-to-read bibles for villagers.

Please pray for the purchase and distribution of bibles for each family in the villages where the Luke Society currently works, over the next few months, and that this would produce much fruit. 

Please pray as the water projects get underway, and for both the organisational and practical construction sides to the projects. Pray for opportunities to witness and demonstrate God’s love, through his Spirit, in the work.
