SOCIAL SOFTBALL LEAGUE RULES
SUMMARY

· Maximum of 10 players in the field (Must have no more than 6 infielders).
· The Home Team is the team that comes first in the Alphabet (Team C vs. Team D would result in Team C being the home team). 
· The Home Team occupies the third baseline dugout.
· Each afternoon session consists of one, 9 inning game. There is a 105 minute time limit for each game. (subject to change)
· If games are tied at the end of 9 innings, the game will result in a tie. 

· All games will start on-time with only a 5 minute grace period if a team is under 9 players, so please aim to show up 10-30 minutes before your scheduled game time.
· Modified arc between 6’ and 10’ (slow pitch).
· Teams must bat all the players and put everyone in the batting order even if team has more than 10 in attendance.
· The batting order will be the order shown on the schedule. (This will be provided every game by a league administrator).
· Each field will be provided with one regulation softball along with a catchers mask, bases, and two slow-pitch alloy softball bats (players must bring their own glove and are encouraged to bring bats if they own them).
· No Mercy Rule as all games will be played until time expires or innings expire.
· All unsportsmanlike or anti-social behavior will result in that player(s) being suspended or removed from the league with no refund (at the sole discretion of league officials).
· Intentional Walks are not allowed as this is a social league and well…that’s not a very social strategy. 
FORFEIT / FAILURE TO SHOW RULES

· We ask that you notify the league via e-mail at least 2 hours before the start of your game if you will not be attending. 
RAINOUTS

· All games suspended due to unplayable conditions (as decided by league or park officials) before more than 4 innings are played will be rescheduled, if possible, at the end of the season. If it is not possible the score at the end of the last complete inning will count. 

· If lightening is in the area, games will be cancelled without hesitation.
RAINOUT CONTACT INFORMATION

· All decisions to cancel games will be made two hours before the starting time.
· Contact us at 602-885-6150 for a league official or view the website weather alert section for a current update on the left side of the website.
· All rained out games will be made up at the end of the season providing field space is available. In the chance that field space is not available at the end of the season the league is not obligated to make up any games. 

SOFTBALL EQUIPMENT

· Each softball player should bring his/her own glove. Catchers MUST wear a catcher’s mask at all times when behind the plate. 
GAME RULES

· All Official ASA Rules for Softball apply with a league official having the final call. 

· If you throw the bat after hitting you will be warned. The second time you will be called out. The third time you will be ejected from the game.
· If you are caught wearing metal spikes you will be removed from the game. PLEASE DO NOT WEAR METAL SPIKES!

· Please clean up all trash on the fields as we could lose all rights to play on the softball fields. 

OTHER ASSORTED RULES

· You are not required to wear your league t-shirt to games although it is suggested.
· You must sign an athletic waiver at the beginning of the season.
