The Apron is at once an emblem of innocence and 
the badge of a Mason. By innocence is meant 
clean thinking and clean living, a loyal obedience 
to the laws of the Craft and sincere good will one's 
Brethren. The Badge of a Mason signifies, among 
other things, that Masons are workers and  
builders.  The apron as a mark of distinction has 
been found in many similar organizations of  
initiatory nature including the Essenes and the 
Mythraic Mysteries, and has been conspicuous on 
statues of some Egyptian and Greek deities.
