 CODE OF CONDUCT
VERBAL AND WRITTEN WARNINGS
For each of the following offenses, you will receive a verbal warning or written warning:

VERBAL:

1. Showing disrespect to another squad member, Coach, or other teams.

2. Not following coaches instructions.

3. Tardiness to games and or practices.

4. Missed practice for a dentist/doctor appointment will not be excused unless coach has. been advised of the absence before the day of practice.

5. Not returning forms in a timely manner.

6. Leaving the group without permission when at games, practices or events.

7. Chewing Gum (at a game or practice).

8. Not being properly dressed for practice (including sneakers).

9. Not having the proper footwear.

10. Wearing Jewelry. 

11. Using foul language.

12. Not being in uniform for a game or on game day.

WRITTEN WARNING:

1. Three written warnings will result in the cheerleader 
being benched for the next game.

2. If a cheerleaders has been benched twice in a season she will be dismissed from the squad on the 3rd bench.

3. If you are benched from a game you will still need to be in uniform and attend the game. 

4. If you have an unexcused absence you will be given a written warning. 

Suspension/Permanent Removal

One violation from the list below may result in suspension/dismissal from the squad.

1. Excessive unexcused absence from scheduled practices (two or more).
2. Misconduct at athletic events (cheering or attending).
3. Excessive benching from games (two or more).
4. The use or possession of tobacco, drugs, or alcohols or even being in the presence of the use of tobacco, drugs, or alcohols among minors.
The coach and/or principal reserve the right to decide any question not covered or specified herein.

WARNING SYSTEM

1. Verbal warning

2. Written reprimand

3. Game Bench

4. Coach, student Athlete Director meeting

5. Parent meeting

    3 verbal = 1 written warning
    3 written warnings = 1 benched game
    3 benched games = dismissal from the squad

*All written warnings will be signed by the parent and returned to the coach by the next day of practice, if this form is not signed and returned you will not be able to practice and another warning will be issued. You may also be benched if you are not properly dressed for a game.
