Project Instructions.





SECTION I) Selecting the destination point:


Step 1: 	Click on "SELECT" to choose a country. 





Step 2:	Clcik on "MAP" in order to select the city.





Step 3:	Return to the previous web page.





Step 4: 	Fill in your data sheet (Step 4)





Step 5:	Return the project's site and go directly to step 6.








SECTION II) Gathering more pertinent information about the destination point.


Step 6:	Click on "INFO" to continue gathering information about your chosen country and city.





Step 7:	Scroll down to “Plan Your Trip” and click on  "South America".





Step 8:	Under "Destinations", click on your chosen destination (the name of the country).





Step 9:	Scroll down to see if, under "_____ (country) Resources", there are any specific "Health Information". If there are, click on “More Heath Information”and continue with step 10. If there are none, go directly to step 13.





Step 10:	Copy the "Recommended Vaccination" information on a word processor program, print it, cut it with a pair of cisors and paste it on your data sheet (step 10).





Step 11:	The Math Expert goes to a phone and calls the nearest health center to find out the cost of the recommended vaccinations. Meanwhile, the rest of the team stays on the internet and continues the project.





Step 12:	Return to the previous web page.





Step 13:	Scroll down to “Destination Profile” and click on “Facts at a Glance” in order continue gathering information and fill in the data sheet (step 13) with the proper information.

















Step 14:	Return to the previous web page and scroll down to “Destination Profile”again. Go through all the different topics that are listed except for the last one, "Recommended Reading". Copy each one continuously onto a word processor program and print them. This "Destination Profile" page will constitute the homework for the Language Arts Expert. He or she will write a summary on the counry's profile on a separate sheet of paper. 





Step 15: 	Return to the project's web site (Student's Corner) and go directly to step 16.





Step 16:	Click on "FLAG". The click on "World Flags" and, in the "Flags of the world" window, select the country you want to visit in order to see its flag and do step 16 on the data sheet.





Step 17:	Return to the project's site (Student's Corner) and go directly to step 18.


 


SECTION III) Gathering pertinent information about the destination point.


Step 18:	Click on "NEWS" in order to check the latest news about the country you want to visit.





Step 19:	In the “SEARCH” window, type in the name of the country you wan to visit. Then, click on "GO" in order to continue gathering information about that country. 





Step 20:	Select 3 articles that reveal the actual political/security situation of the country you want to visit and print them. Those articles will serve as the basis of another homework for the Language Arts Expert to answer the question "step 20" on your data sheet. This work will be done on a separate sheet of papaer.





Step  21:	Return to the project's site (Student's Corner) and go directly to step 22.





SECTION IV: Traveling information.


Step 22:	Click on "TRAVEL" in order to plan for your actual trip.





Step 23:	Enter your point of origin, your destination point,  the number of people who would be traveling, and the amount of stops that is acceptable to you





Step 24:	Click “Search” in order to continue gathering information and fill in the data sheet (step 24)





Step 25: 	Return to the project's site (Student's Corner) and go directly to step 26.














SECTION V: Calculating distances, rate and time.


Distance.


Step 26:	Click on "Distance" to find the distance between your point of origin and your destination point.





Step 27:	Slide your curser to "Smart Tips" and click on "distances calculator" 





Step 28:	Scroll down till you find a "From" and a "to" windows. Enter your point of origin and your destination point. Click on “Look it up!” in order to continue gathering information and fill in the data sheet (step 28)





Step 29:	Return to the project's site (Student's Corner) and go dierctly to step 30.





Rate or Speed.


Step 30:	Click on "RATE" in order to find the speed your air plane will be traveling by.





Step 31:	Select an intercontinental flight from Miami, Florida to Los Angeles, California (LAX-Los Angeles Intl.), so that by the same time (same as the time you are doing this exercise) next week, the flight will have been in the air for one or two hours. Also, enter a returning date 7 days later than your departure date. Then, click on "Search" to select the flight. 





Step 32:	To facilitate your selection, next to the tittle "Sort by", click "departure time". Then, select your flight and record the flight number.





Step 33:	Return to the project's site (Student's Corner).





Step 34:	Click on "TRACK THE FLIGHT" to continue.





Step 35:	Click on "Travel Resources" then "Flight Tracker".





Step 36:	Select the name of the airline that you have just chosen and enter the corresponding  flight number. Make sure that “Graphical Version” is selected. Then, click on "TRACK FLIGHT".





Step 37: 	Record the actual speed of the flight. Notice the  altitude and the heading of that air plane.

















Step 38:	Record, on your data sheet (step 38), that speed as the one the airplane which will take you on your vacation spot will also travel by. Then, compute your travel time and record it on your data sheet.





Step 39:	Return to the project's site (Student's Corner) and go directly to step 40.





Time.


Step 40:	Click on "TIME ZONE"  (maps.com) to find your destination point's time zone.





Step 41:	Select "Explore with Maps" and scroll down to "World Time Zone Map". Click on it. 





Step 42:	Analyze the world map you see in front of you. Locate Miami, Florida and your destination point. Record the answers to the questions on the data sheet (step 42).





Step 43:	To confirm your answer on your data sheet step 42 :


a) 	Return to the project's site (Student's Corner).





b)	Click on "CLOCK" to continue.





c)	In the “Search this List” window, type in your point of destination (country) and press “Enter”. 





d)	Click on the name of the country or the city you are interested in. (Note: if the name of the city does not appear, it means that your point of destination only has 1 time zone)





e)	Compare the time and date you found with your answer in Step 42 and, with your teacher’s help, explain any discrepancies.





f)	Go to your data sheet-step 43 and enter the required information.





Step 44:	Return to the project's site (Student's Corner).


























SECTION VI: Finding Currency Exchange Rates &  projections.


Step 45:	Click on "CURRENCY"  (finance.yahoo.com) to continue.





Step 46:	In the third window from left to right, select the currency used in your destination point. Then click on “Convert”. Record the date and the exchange rate on your data sheet (step 46)





Step 47:	In the “Historical Charts” section of the table that is on that page, click on “3m”, and print the page.





Step 48:	Cut out the chart with a pair of cisors and paste it on your data sheet step (47).





Step 49:	In the “Historical Charts” section of the table that is on that page, click on “1 y”, and print the page.





Step 50:	Cut out the chart with a pair of cisors and paste it on your data sheet step (49).





Step 51:	In the “Historical Charts” section of the table that is on that page, click on “2 y”, and print the page. 





Step 52:	Cut out the chart with a pair of cisors and paste it on your data sheet step (51).





Step 53:	Use the three line graphs to analyze the exchange rate trends. Answer the question in step 53 on your data sheet.





Step 54: 	Return to the project's site (Student's Corner).


 


SECTION VII: Estimating in country expenses.


a) Hotel expenses.


Step 55:	Click on "HOTEL" to continue.





Step 56:	Click on "Lodging" and select your point of destination.





Step 57:	Scroll down to the city you have decided to visit and select a hotel. 





Step 58:	Record the hotel's name, its address and the cost on your data sheet (step 58). Also compute the total cost for your stay in the designated space on your data sheet.

















Step 59:	Return to the project's site (Student's Corner).





b) Car Rental expenses.


Step 60:	Click on “Car Rental” to continue.





Step 61:	Click on "Get A Quote. . . Reserve A Car". Then, clcik on "Go" at the end of "Get A Quote. . . Reserve A Car". 





Step 62:	Scroll all the way down. Then, in the "Please tell me where you live" window, enter "United States" and click on "continue".





Step 63:	In the "I'm picking up the vehicle on" window, select a date two weeks from now. Then, enter your arrival time calculated in step 42 Information on your data sheet.





Step 64:	In the "I'm arriving on airline" window, select the airline in which you have decided to take your trip.





Step 65:	Scroll down and in the "I'm returning the vehicle on", enter a date 15 days after your pick but leave the 10 AM drop off time. Then, click on "continue".





Step 66:	In the "I'm renting at" window, enter your destination point (country & city). Then scroll down and click on "continue".





Step 67:	In the "Pick up Location" window, select your airport of arrival (step 24 in your data sheet). Then scroll down and click on "continue".





Step 68:	In the "Select a vehicle" window, make a choice of the vehicle you would like to rent. Then scroll down and click on "continue".





Step 69:	Scroll down and click on "continue".Then scroll down and click on "continue" again. 





Step 70:	Record your quote in your data sheet (step 58)





 Step 71:	Return to the project's site (Student's Corner).





b) Food expenses.


Step 72: 	Click on “FOOD" to continue.





Step 73: 	Type the name of the country you want to visit in the first window. Then press "Enter" on your computer's key borad.





Step 74:	Scroll down and click on the first site of the listings.

















Step 75:	Under the tittle "destinations", click on "Money & Costs". Record your findings on your data sheet  (step 58).





Step 76:	Return to the original site (Lonely Planet), this time, type in the name of the city you want to visit. Then press "Enter" on your computer's key borad.





Step 77:	Scroll down and click on the first site of the listings





 





c) Entertainment/Tour expenses.


Step 78:	Read through  some of the other tittles like :" Introduction", "Facts for Travelers", "When to Go", "Events", "Attractions", "Off the Beaten Track", "History", "Culture", etc. to have a global idea of the country you want to visit. Then, if necessary make some adjustments on your data sheet.





Step 79:	Return to the project's site (Student's Corner).





Step 80:	Click on "TOURIST". In the first window, print the name of the country you want to visit. Then click on "Search".





Step 81:	Scroll down for the official website of the country you are interested in and vistit it. In addition, send an e-mail concerning the cost of entertainment, tours and any other pertinent questions you might have.
