Matthew Sawler died at the age of one hundred on April 10th, 2091. Matthew was married to a computer genius and was one himself. He was survived by his multi-millionaire wife, Allison Coketette and five kids; Matt Jr. who is sixty, Mark, who is fifty-five, Joe, who is sixty-six, Diane who is sixty-two and Rebecca who is sixty-three. Matthew is also survived by his younger brother Andrew Sawler and his dozen children. 

Matthew Sawler was a space architect and spent his life creating residential cities on the moon. He also pioneered Moon Biking and during his lifetime he developed Intergalactic Extreme Sports and Competition.
