I am writing to let you know that for the second year in a row, I will

be participating in the Alpine Children's Charity's 100 Holes Golf

Marathon on August 3, 2009.  Last year I played 100 holes of golf in

approximately 11 and a half hours.  It was the worst round of golf I've

ever shot - a 454.

The Alpine Children's Charity is a small organization run by kids in the Northwest Chicago suburbs that collects and donates money to

organizations helping other children.  It is set up so that kids are

helping kids.  The four charities chosen for 2008 are: the Juvenile

Diabetes Research Foundation, the Bare Necessities Pediatric Cancer

Foundation, The Red Ribbon Project, and the Children's Heart Foundation.  The Children's Heart Foundation is especially close to me as my sister and I are included in the 1% of children born with a congenital heart defect every year. The reason I have chosen to get involved with the Alpine Children's

Charity is two-fold.  One, two of the charities supported affect my

family (diabetes and heart ailments.)  Second, I support what Alpine is

doing by getting kids involved in running the charity.  Hopefully it

will teach the kids that they can stay active in charitable work

throughout their lives. (Much like my mom "making" me volunteer at the

Salvation Army after a tornado in Lafayette many years ago.)

So why are you getting this email?  Because I need your support.  To

play in the golf marathon, I must raise $2000, all of which will go

straight to Alpine.  Fortunately for Alpine, I have not decided to raise $2000.  Instead, I am setting my own goal at $2500.

There are two ways to donate.  One, you can make out a check to Alpine

Children's Charity.  These checks should be sent to me so that I can

include them in my total (701 Kenilworth Ave, Glen Ellyn, IL 60137.)

The second way to donate puts the pressure on me.  You can donate money

for every hole-in-one???/eagle/birdie/par/bogey/etc. that I score during the 100 holes on August 3.  As many of you know, my hobbies consist of golfing and spreadsheets, so I combined the two to display a few scenarios.  I have attached the spreadsheet and you can also see it

online at:

If you want to donate around $100, let me know that you want to pledge

the Standard Performance Donation.  If you want to pledge approximately

$200, you will want to pledge the Double Performance Donation.  As you

can see on the spreadsheet, I have plans in place for donations ranging

from approximately $25 to $1000.  The plans can be customized to

whatever giving level you desire.  The hole-in-one and double eagle

options can be removed.  It's your donation, so you tell me what you

want to happen.

If you want to pledge for every score, please know that the total

contribution will not be known until after the round on August 3rd, but

your contribution should be fairly close to the target.  Also, I will

send email updates from the course on that day so that everyone can

track our progress.
