UNO MAVERICK DODGEBALL

CLUB CONSTITUTION

INITIALLY WRITTEN NOVEMBER, 2005

UPDATED 4 AUGUST, 2006
ARTICLE I: The name of this organization will be the UNO MAVERICK DODGEBALL CLUB, or in short in this document, MAVDC.

ARTICLE II: The purpose of this organization is to allow the campus community another option is non-traditional sports, that will also be for exercise, to meet people, and just to have fun.

ARTICLE III: MEMBERSHIP


SECTION 1: ELIGIBILTY


A. to be eligible for membership, the candidate must




1. be an enrolled student at the University of Nebraska at Omaha;






2. above said student must pay student fees, or;




3. Candidate may be a member of the general public, and must be 19 years of age;



4. The club must also follow requirements set forth by campus recreation.





5. Membership must be no less than 50% students and no more that 25% general public.


SECTION 2: Method of selecting members



Any current UNO student is allowed in, as long as they pay student fess and can pay dues, or any member of the general public, as long as there entrance must not violate Art III, Sec1, Part 5.

SECTION 3: Method of membership revocation



Any member that consistently violates club rules, doesn’t pay dues, or goes against club policy can have their membership revoked on a 2/3 vote by open quorum backed by a majority vote in council.


SECTION 4: THIS ORGANIZATION WILL NOT:



Discriminate membership or otherwise in any respect, due to race, color, age, disability, religion, sex (including sexual discrimination), national origin, marital status, Vietnam veteran status, political affiliation, sexual orientation, or any other unlawful reason.

ARTICLE IV: OFFICERS


SECTION 1: Elections



The officers and management of MAVDC will be decided by an open vote in the spring semester for the next school year. School year being defined as Summer, Fall, and Spring, in such order. 



A. Nominations




Nominations for officers will be made in the spring during a session of club. The nominations can be made by president, vice president, treasurer, secretary or by any member of the club.


B. Qualifications



The qualifications of any officer are as follows:


A candidate must be an enrolled student who pays student fees and club dues, must be in good standing within the club, and must be able to help move the club forward 
with its endeavors. They must also be an undergraduate student at the university.


C. Election Procedures



The procedures are as follows:



The candidate must be nominated in open by any member of the club. That nomination must be seconded by a member of the club, then that goes to the ballot. The campaign time will be no more than six (6) weeks, and then a vote will go through, via paper or electronic ballot at a time to be named in open council.




D. Term of Office




A term of office for any officer is three (3) concurrent semesters (summer, fall, and spring). There is no limit to the number of terms that the officer can serve.


SECTION 2: DUTIES OF OFFICERS



A. PRESIDENT: The president acts as Chief executive officer of the club. Their position is to show the club in a positive light and to move the club forward as a member of the campus community. They will have a say in all matters of club rule, discipline and activity.



B. VICE PRESIDENT: The VP acts as the backup to the president. They will act in the presidents absence as to the same as the president.



C. TREASURER: The treasurer acts as Chief financial officer of the club with authority to accept or refuse all budget requests. They will also act as the one in charge of the club account.



D. SECRETARY: The secretary will be in charge of all council meetings and will be the chief legislative officer in disciplinary matters. They will take charge of the quorums and be like the speaker of the house.


E. SAFETY OFFICER: The safety officer is the one in charge of all equipment and playing surface to make sure that no one gets injured or at fault by club practices or meetings. Also must be trained in CPR and FIRST AID to be qualified for this post - this position is appointed by the President or Vice President.


F. FUNDRAISING DIRECTOR: This officer will be in charge of all fundraising activities as suggested by the President, VP or open membership. They will be the one person that will help the club raise funds for all needs for the club, outside of dues and donations.


SECTION 3: PROCEDURES TO FILL VACANCIES


If a member of the upper management is removed, retires, or is impeached, then a runoff election must be held within two (2) weeks of the occurrence. The nomination and election procedures in Art IV, Sec 2, Part C, will be the same.


SECTION 4: IMPEACHMENT PROCEDURES


If an officer of MAVDC is believed to have committed a wrong doing in the eyes of the club or council, then they can be impeached by the following procedure:



A. NO-CONFIDENCE VOTE: in open council, any member of the executive board can ask for a no-confidence vote from the rest of the board. If the council votes in a majority of no-confidence, then it will be sent to the membership of the club for their vote. If they vote no-confidence, then the board will convene a hearing in open club for the impeachment.


B. IMPEACHMENT HEARING:
during a special session of open club, the officer will be put up in front of membership, and the board. They will have the opportunity to state their case, and then the one bringing the impeachment case against them will state their case. The board and board alone will vote weather or not to advance this to the full membership by a majority vote. The membership will then vote on weather to impeach the officer. This will be done by paper or electronic ballot. If the officer is impeached, then the membership and the council will decide their punishment to include suspension, termination of membership, and revocation of officer status, censure, or legal ramifications.

ARTICLE V. ORGANIZATIONAL STRUCTURE

SECTION 1: BOARD OF DIRECTORS: The Board consists of the President, VP, Treasurer, Secretary and Fundraising Director.

SECTION 2: OTHER OFFICERS

If need to be, if and when the club grows and more officers are needed, the president has the authority to create new positions, with the 2/3 vote of the council.

ARTICLE VI: TEAM CAPTAINS


SECTION 1: QUALIFICATIONS


The qualifications are that the team captain must be an enrolled student at the university, and they must pay student fees and club dues.

SECTION 2: METHOD OF SELECTION


Selection is based on need. Any dues paying member that follows the qualification of the previous section can be selected.


SECTION 3: METHOD OF TERMINATION 


A team captain can have their status stripped only by a vote of the council, in where the team captain is in violation or constant violation of the game rules, or by unsportsmanlike conduct or a vote of no-confidence from their teammates.


SECTION 4: DUTIES OF TEAM CAPTAINS


Each team within the club is required to have a team captain. This captain will be the one responsible for their teams conduct and sportsmanship throughout the season. They will also be responsible for giving schedules and making sure their team is following the club and game rules.

ARTICLE VII: MEETINGS AND PROCEDURES

SECTION 1: MEETINGS



There will be one (1) quorum meetings per semester, at a time and date set by president, VP, or secretary. Board meetings will be set by the secretary and/or presidency that could be closed.


SECTION 2: POLICY FOR ABSENCES



In case of a board member being absent, their vote will be considered abstaining, with no outcome involved. A two-thirds majority must be met in board meetings.

SECTION 3: QUORUM



For a vote to the membership of the club, no less that 25% of all membership, with the exception of the board, must be present or no vote can be taken.

ARTICLE VIII: FINANCES


SECTION 1: DUES AND MEMBERSHIP FEES



A. The dues and fees for this club will be a minimum of $12 per semester for any member.
 

B. General Public members must obtain a $45 activity card, for strict use of only being in the club, plus the aforementioned dues, for a total of $57.



C. A MANDATORY $20 Uniform fee must be paid by members of club who wish to be part of the traveling team.


SECTION 2: PROCEDURES FOR SPENDING



The procedures are that any member of the club can make a request for funds for equipment or anything, but that request must be made in open club, then the item will go to the board for approval. The treasurer then must send the request to the Sport Club Staff for final approval. Their word is law on this.
ARTICLE IX: GOVERNING SPORT BODIES

SECTION 1: The name of the governing body of this club is the NATIONAL COLLEGIATE DODGEBALL ASSOCIATION. The information about this association can be obtained at the website www.depauldodgeball.com. We are a member of this conference in good 
standing, a conference of 12 Midwestern colleges with the same hope of playing dodge ball.


SECTION 2: Also we are (or will be) a collegiate member of the National Amateur Dodgeball Association, or NADA, for National Competitions. We will follow their specific rules as well. Information can be found at the website www.dodgeballusa.com

ARTICLE X: AMENDEMENTS - METHODS OF ADOPTION


SECTION 1: PROPOSAL OF AMENDMENTS



The proposal of amendments shall be by any member of the club, with the board voting in a majority to move the amendment to open vote by membership. 


SECTION 2: VOTING PROCEDURES



When the proposed amendment is passed through the board on a majority vote, then the vote will go to membership. They will have the final say. Voting on a proposed amendment will take place within two (2) weeks of said passing through the board, by paper or electronic ballot. If membership approves, by majority vote, then the amendment will pass and be apart of this constitution.

ARTICLE XI: ALL CHANGES TO THIS CONSTITUTION MUST BE FIRST APPROVED BY THE SPORT CLUB OFFICE IN THE SAME MANNER AS A COMPLETELY NEW CONSTITUTION AND IS UP FOR APPROVAL ON A YEARLY BASIS.
