 The Bill #H.J.RES.33, originally introduced by Rep. Jesse Jackson Jr. (D-IL) proposes that the constitution be amended to ensure the right to a clean, safe and sustainable environment.

Some of the emerging issues, which would benefit the most from, this amendment would include;

This bill will force a crack down on the increasing willingness of environmental laboratories to fake test results, as they are often "in bed" with the companies that have hired them to do the testing. 

 Closer attention and care will be given to the health and safety of minority and low income housing areas, which traditionally suffer the most from unsustainable and unhealthy environmental practices. This bill will also be important as a framework for dealing with human rights issues in international business and foreign job markets, addressing the needs of people working for and with American businesses abroad. Accountability for environmental health and safety abroad is one of the best ways to build pro-American sentiments. 

Bill #H.J.RES.33 will also promote increased awareness of the negative effects of unsustainable and unhealthy business practices which would be seen as a violation of human rights, instead of unfavorable business tactics.

 This amendment will also call on businesses to be responsible for the environmental costs of their operations. That kind of accountability would prove to be a fundamentally important step towards sustainable business and consumerism; of the kind that is common in most European markets.
