2nd Quarter Project (McDonald)

Newspaper/Magazine Project


Description: 
The project for second quarter in my class will be the creation of a newspaper or magazine from a specific time period in history.  In groups of four people, your newspaper will cover a range of topics from the first half of the year.  The groups and topics will be assigned.

Requirements:

1. Everything should be typed

2. It should include an appropriate title, heading, page numbers, and a table of contents

3. The parts of the newspaper should include:

A. 20 articles

B. 8 editorials/opinions/letters to the editor
C. Timeline dealing with your topic

D. Minimum of four pictures relating to your topic

E. Minimum of two maps relating to your topic

F. 1 crossword puzzle relating to your topic

G. 4 Advertisements relating to the time period

H. 1 Cartoon relating to the time period

4. In addition to the project you should hand in the following – stapled in this order

A. Title Page – with names, date, and period (typed)

B. Honor Statement

C. Student Assessments from each group member answering formatted questions

D. Bibliography – with correct citations for the information you used (typed) – 1 per group
5. Each group has the option of meeting with Mr. McDonald about your project outside of class on a Monday or Wednesday afternoon – there will be a sign-up sheet outside my door.
