The Vietnam War was the reason the Watergate Scandal happened. Daniel Ellsberg leaked the Pentagon Papers to the New York Times. The publication of the Pentagon Papers led to increased anti-war protests. The leak infuriated President Nixon and he created a team called the “Plumbers”, as in to stop leaks.
It was the “Plumbers” team that broke into the Democratic National Headquarters in the Watergate Complex. The team was caught and arrested. Reporters Woodward and Bernstein aided by a high level Washington official nicknamed “Deep Throat” linked the break-in not only to CREEP, the Committee to re-elect the President, but also to President Nixon.

As a result Congressional hearings were held that led to a vote of impeachment. To avoid impeachment, President Nixon resigned from office. He was succeeded by Vice President Gerald Ford, who pardoned President Nixon for any actions taken in the Watergate Scandal.
