Mama Cat has Three Kittens by Denise Fleming

Ages Infant to Preschool

Bluberries for Sal by Robert McCloskey 

Ages 2 to 6

Blueberries for Sal preserves a distinct sience of life when tin pails and woodsmoke, bobby pins and rambling dirt roads were routine. At the same time it is a timeless portrayal of curiousity and maternal instinct as Sal and her mother find themselves sharing their berry patch with a hungry bear cub and its mother.

Lovable Furry Old Grover’s Resting Places by Jon Stone

Ages 2 to 6
When elbows, thumbs, ears, and even belly buttons get tired, Grover has the perfect solution: a resting place for each part of the body. He invites children to try them out by placing their own elbows, etc., right on the shapes indicated on the pages of this imaginative book.
Billy’s Bucket by Kes Gray
Ages 3 to 6

Billy wants only one thing for his birthday -- a bucket. Inside it, he can see all kinds of magnificent sea creatures. But Mum and Dad are sceptical and, when Dad unwittingly uses the bucket to clean his car, he's in for a big surprise. This simple, good-humoured text will cause much laughter of recognition from both parents and children.

Sammy and the Dinosaurs by Ian Whybrow

Ages 3 to 6

Sammy discovers a box of dusty toy dinosaurs in the attic. He cleans them and takes them everywhere, including the library where he looks up all of their names, which he whispers to them. And the dinosaurs whisper their thanks. Sammy is devastated when he accidentally leaves his dinosaurs on tire train. But in the end, Sammy and his dinosaurs are reunited because he knows their names.
Duck in the Truck by Jez Alborough

Ages 3 to 6

A deliciously percussive rhyming story of a feathered truck driver who becomes mired in muck and the three animal Good Samaritans who try and help him. A quacking good read-aloud.

Ages 3 to 6

Ages 3 to 7

Ages 4 to 6
