[image: image5.wmf]Some of you have already read my first issue last month, and now I am trying to make this one as the second issue.  I have no idea what I am going to write.  All I am thinking of adding some more text boxes for adding some more deaf organizations, deaf community services, and other kind of useful resources for those future readers or browsers who may want to look up some more informative news once a while, maybe once a week or a month.  On the first week of January 2008, the number of entries was 478, but in two weeks later, the number has grown to 676 entries, that were almost 200 entries in just two weeks.  I had to email to about 150 local receivers in the past few days, plus sending our deaf website to over 225 people inside the Clarke School eGroup that might help the number of entries grow. 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And see the other box below, the Site Status showed you how much traffic in between our website pages and all readers/browsers at the same time.  The traffic percentage was very, very small in a month.  Our monthly limit is 25 gigabytes (GB), which is a plenty of rooms for traffic lines.  Supposedly, if we will have maybe over 50,000-100,000 readers who will look at our deaf website in the first two weeks of any month, the traffic percentages may grow faster and faster, and it will hit the 25-GB (100%) mark.  In that case, our deaf website will be closed (shut-down) for the rest of the month, and it will re-open again on the first day of the next month.  Yes, we can buy more date transfer to 100 GB, but I don’t think we won’t need more data transfer because it would be impossible to pull more than 50,000 readers/browsers a month.
In our disk space usage at the GeoCities website is limited up to 500 MB (megabytes), and we have used up only 8.9 MB.  That means we will have some rooms to add some more text boxes, more documents, fliers, advertisements, or more two-dimensional pictures, all the way up to 491.1 MB left.  Both digital pictures and the digital video space (vlog) may take a lot of megabytes, so I am not sure about attempting to use the vlog program into our deaf website in near future.  We can try one and see how much one disk of vlog will take how many megabytes.
