I called the pop-server company (I can’t use the name of this company) and asked their qualified technicians to come to my house and fix those unsolved problems during this period of time.  Finally, all the systems are working correctly and effectively after they removed the telephone pole and its wires off and replace them with new ones.  They had to work on them all nights, just like 2 or 3 o’clock in the morning.  Postively, they did not charge me any cent for their labor services for working on the pole, testing the Internet speeds, etc. Furthermore, this pop-server company offered us to pay less than what we had to pay every month for one year for exchanging those recent problems and our frustrated times with the Internet services, the Email System, and the VP system were not working in the past few weeks.
As you can take a notice at the left side, the figured Site Activity box about telling us the number of entrees (our website users) who looked up at our GMDP website, obvioulsy, they were wondering why there were no bowling reports for last week, or maybe those were the fans who might want to look for some information about recent upcoming bowling tournament (Milwaukee Classics – 50th Anniversary).  It was really important to sell them (the readers or browsers) to come to the tournament, such as socializing with their old or new friends, participating the tournament by obtaining the tournament informations, such as maps and the times of the squad’s starting times.  This graph bar helps me to determine the selections of informative news that may be needed to expand more news.  The lower numbers of entries mean that this website is boring.  The higher numbers mean that this website is giving them some more informative publications or news or advertisements to them.  Or perhaps the upcoming tournament weekend may have something to do with a large number of entrees lately.  After the tournament weekend, the numbers may go down unless I must find some more creative news for them to come back on tracks again.

I do have some growing ideas about the upcoming weeks, so every week, there will always be updated and modified and expanded more informative news.  I do have in my mind that I am going to work on it, and I am working on one idea at a time.  You may take a notice that I have changed few things every week, such as changing the textboxes with words to the boxes of their business logos, such as the advertised logos and they (readers or browsers can click on the logo textbooks and once they click, it will connect to the http:// address respectively.  It just likes a phone directory, but this website is all about deaf news or informative fliers, or deaf advvertisements, and so on, everything is involved with our deaf world.  Hearing people are welcome to access this website as long as this website is a publicized newsletter.

(If you did not read the last-month issue, just go back and click “Issue No. 2” textbox.)  This data transfer usage is still getting a low percentage which means it is good.  And this GMDP website won’t be shutting down until it will re-open on the first day of next month.  It is important to keep this data low as possible; otherwise, we will have to pay more dollars to increase the gigabytes. The lower, this website can be constantly used for the rest of days in the month of February 2008.  This statistic is basing on how much percentage of usage per month.  It has something to do with their revenues to keep their (yahoo.com) business going.
In the Disk Space Usage, it shows only small percentage of using the disk space; so far, we will have 477.3 megabytes of free space to go, which means we can get more informative news in this GMDP website in near future.  When we won’t use some of those textboxes or images (pictures) anymore because they become old or useless or boring, I usually deleted their old files off this website’s disk space to keep down the lowest percentages as possible.  Of course, I put some of my old files back into (inside) my home-computer hard drive, so that I can recall them again next year (every year) as the respective holidays are always coming up again and again as every year.  Or the other images can come back to the website’s disk space later whenever I may need them to make the website more decorative or necessitive layouts.  All of those weekly reports in the bowling league will be deleted off the disk space when the bowling season will be over in April, so the free-space size will remain at around 475 megabytes.

Like I said I do have some ideas about the upcoming weeks, so it is important to take one step at a time, and expand some rooms of improvements on this website project.  I do have some ideas, but I want to see if they can help us to expand more informative news, such as the Timberfest Weekend, the Camping Weekend, the Picnic Outings, the Golf Tournaments, the Softball Tournaments, the Softball schdules, the Softball scores (box sheets if any), and more informative inputs from outside of Milwaukee area.
However, if those of some events can be found in other deaf websites, then you should go to their websites.  I am interesting to make a new title of this website, and wanting to change the title from “Greater Milwaukee Deaf Publications” to an expansional website, the “Great Lakes Deaf Publications!”  Only if I can get more informative news from other deaf-organization websites, such as Cleveland, Detroit, Columbus, Chicago, West Suburban, Springfield, Erie, Rochester, Iowa, Indianapolis, Cincinnati, Merriville, Minnepolis, and few numerois cities that are in the boundaries of the Great Lakes geographical area.  I just need their website addresses so that I can pass this website to all Great Lakes deaf people.   
Like I said I am taking one small step at a time, and I don’t want to think a big one at the end.  I know I am trying to grow it fast and make it big, bigger, and biggest in less than a year after I started this website last fall, but I must respect to the people of the Greater Milwaukee area first.  The Milwaukee Deaf Bowling Asscoiation donated some of its fund to the cost of this website fee (to increase to 500 MB in disk space usage and to increase to 25 GB in data transfer usage every month) for one year, so I am grateful thanking to this heartly organization.  The first four months (last fall) were free, but when the disk space usage has hit the maximum point, and we must delete some useless text boxes in order to save free spaces left. 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some of them because they are useful and resourceful to our local Milwaukee readers and to the entire Great Lakes readers/browsers.  You will take a notice the number of free space are shown at the left corner of this GDMP website, and it will help them to understand how much of free spaces are left for me to put some more informative news later on.  If the disk space usage will hit a maximum point of 500 MB, then we must delete some of useless text boxes or images, or we must pay more fees a month to increase the size of disk space to much higher.  I think we won’t need more free disk spaces unless we will see what happen later on.
