SPRINGFIELD, IL - Wallace said that he did not have to pay for his second-shift fee because he was one of two bowlers won the drawing from a bag of 21 bowlers who have played in the first shift, only two of them would be awarded as free shifts for their second shifts.  He won, so he got a free shift, and tried to play better this time, and he did.  He finished 13th place for the highest HDCP series and earned $103.  Congratulations, Wally!

James earned four different awards for performing so well in his first shift at 10:00 AM in Springfield, IL, such as $9 for the 8th highest scratch game (255), $8 for the 8th highest handicap game (263), $35.00 for the 2nd highest scratch series (926), and $375 for the 3rd highest handicap series (958).  His total earning was $431.  Congratulations, Jim!
There were two night events at the nightcaps, such as the Poker’s Texas Hold ‘Em Tournament and the “Deal or No Deal” game.  Mr. Riege said that the poker tournament that consisted of 34 players, run smoothly and effectively by the usage of Bob Dramin’s personal computer laptop that ran the poker procedures clearly and smoothly, and the poker tournament was over just before 11:00.  There was a ten-minute rule for increasing the small-blind and big-blind antes, not using the 15-minute rule, so that the tournament would be done much shorter than much longer.  And the big computerized screen that connected to Mr. Dramin’s computer showed the players where each of them would have to move to a different-table seat right away, than waiting more times.  The moving of seats at each table and closing some of them showed on the screen, I think it was methodically and interestingly.

Once again, the usage of computer technology through the game disk commanded the tournament much faster and shorter effectively.  Mr. Riege did not make in the poker pool as he finished 5th place, and the money pool was good for only the first four places, such as 1st, 2nd, 3rd, and 4th place, respectively.  He was forced to play when he had a big-blind chip of $15,000 “playmoney” chips and his two-card hands were not good as he had no choice to play them and had no match to play with the flop, the turner, and the river, not even a pair, a straight, or a flushing at all.  He said both the small-blind player and the big-blind player as himself were quickly eliminated out.  He wished that his two-card hands would have been played differently than his turn to pay the big-blind chip.  It was the name of the game, period, but he made the final table.  Congratulation to Wallace, again!
The “Deal or No Deal” game was playing very well, and this event was becoming a popular contest in few previous tournaments, so perhaps, we the MDBA officers may try this one here next year at the Milwaukee Classics 2009.

This tournament consisted of 82 men bowlers, 27 women bowlers, and 301 admitted fans, however, those numbers might be inaccurate, so those numbers might be differently than we thought.  
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
