PAGE TURNER’S BOOK CLUB

The Page Turners Mother/Daughter Book Club is set up to create an atmosphere of fun, learning and fellowship among girls and their mothers through the use of great novels and nonfiction works.  Each mother/daughter team is expected to choose one book to host during the year.  When hosting that book they are expected to do a craft or activity and a snack that relates to the book chosen.  Here is a checklist and overview of what to do when you are hostess for the month as well as some useful information of how our club is run!
Hostess Helpers

Basic Common Sense Items: 

1. Please read the book!!  We are asking for each team to be prepared for a great discussion that stays on topic.

2. If you are unable to attend Book Club please let LaDeb know as soon as you can.  Please notify her by phone, don’t rely on email. 

3. If this is not a good year to commit to the Book Club, don’t feel bad!  Just come back next year and be honest with us.  We have limited the number of participants and have people waiting who want to join.  

Choose an Appropriate Book:  We would like all the books chosen to be pre-read by the mother before given as a choice for the group.  Please respect the age appropriateness of the novel chosen.  If you are concerned or have questions, please contact LaDeb.
Food and Beverages: LaDeb will provide Lemonade and Coffee; anything else needed must be provided by the hostess.  The snack should be simple enough to be created and eaten in about a 30 minute period and should, if possible, relate to the book read.

Craft/Activity:  Each Mother/Daughter hostess team is expected to have an activity (dramatic reading, game, etc.) or craft ready for the book they have chosen.  This activity must be able to be completed in 30 minutes.  

Author Biography:  Each Mother/Daughter hostess team is expected to bring some information about the author or book in written form.  We are requesting that this information be printed out and copied to be handed out to each mother/daughter team at the meeting.  (10 copies)

Hostess Questions:  The hostess is required to have at least 6-12 questions to ask the group in regards to the book to help open discussion.  Non-hostess Mother/Daughter teams are to come prepared with at least 2 questions about the book as well, so all hostess questions may not be needed, but will be helpful. 

Website Information:  At the end of the meeting the Mother/Daughter hostess team will be asking questions in regards to the book to place on our website.  Each girl will be asked to rate the book as a “like or dislike” and why.  A written 5 line summary will then be provided by the hostesses for the book and put on the website.
