HOW TO MAKE A WEB-SITE
An easy-to-do tutorial by Elijah Spiro, creator of Geogames.

To access my web-site, go to http://www.geocities.com/mdspiro/geogames

Step 1~ Every computer comes with a built-in program called Notepad.  How you reach it varies on different computers, but it is normally in the same general area.  On most computers click START at the bottom left of the screen.  You should find it in here, and if you don’t, look under Programs.  (On the Start menu)  Anyway, find it and open it up.


Step 2~ The first step to creating a web-site is to define what type of code you are writing.  So, at the top of the screen, write the following:  <html>  What does that mean?  It’s simple.  Html stands for Hyper Text Markup Language.  Why do you have to have the brackets?(><)  The answer to that is simple as well.  When typing a piece of code, you must always surround it in brackets.  


Step 3~ Next up, type in the following, then I’ll explain what it all means:   (Do not re-type the <html>, as you should already have it written down.)

<html>

<head>

<title>My First Page</title>

</head>

<body>

This is my first homepage. 
</body>

</html>
Now, you may be thinking to yourself, huh?  Well, I already explained what <html> is.  Now I’ll explain the rest.  

<head>=The heading of the page.

<title>=The title of the page.

</title>=Now, it’s time you learned what </> means.  We’ve already learned the <> means the start of something…so </> means the end of it.  E.G.<hi>I’m demonstrating ending brackets.</hi>

</head>=The ending, or closing of “the head”.  

<body>=Where the body begins.

</body>=Where the body ends.

</html>=The very end of the entire piece of code.

***NOTE!!!***I have just given you all that you NEED to make a web-page.  However, that is DEFINITELY not all that there is.  If you go to any web-site and click on view source,(top-left of the page click view, then scroll down to source) you can see code that other people wrote.  (Try it out with my web-site!)    There are millions of pieces of code that do certain things, but these are the basics. 

Step 4~ Save the file as “mypage.htm”.  This is very important!!!!  If you do not follow this step exactly, your work will be for nothing!  Save it to your folder!!!!!  Now open up your internet browser.  Select “open” or “open page”.  A dialog box will appear. Select "Browse" (or "Choose File") and locate the HTML file you just created - "mypage.htm" - select it and click "Open". Now you should see an address in the dialog box, for example "C:\MyDocuments\mypage.htm". Click OK, and the browser will display the page.
You have officially created a web-site!  Well, sort of…  Nobody can view that web-site except for you.  If you would like it to be available for others to see, you must get a hosting service, which generally involves money.  If you would like to find out other forms of basic code(to improve you web-site-to-be!) go to http://www.w3schools.com
There, you will be able to find out incredible pieces of code such as how to create logo’s, add background colors, and even upload games.  (Like I did!)
