TERMS  OF  TRADING

· Keep in mind that my purpose is not to make profit out of this hobby, so a trade including acceptance of money from me, for any reason (other than covering tape & post expenses) will NOT be my top preference. However, when no direct trading can be agreed, then I’d gladly be part of a multiple trade or accept/make a purchase from the net to balance the trade.


· Although that financial profit is not what I’m after, you can bet that saving money is among my priorities. Thus, when arranging a trade, I prefer to deal with full tapes (whenever that is possible), e.g. I’d rather send (and get) one 4hr. tape with 2 football matches than 2 tapes with 1 match each.


· Above all, I will be as accurate and honest as I can when describing the quality of my material.          It is understαndable, that I expect the very same from your side, as well.

· The recording of your copy will be made in a brand new VHS tape, in SP speed. I expect the very same from you, unless we have agreed to something different (e.g. use Super-VHS tapes or DVDs).

· For the moment I can only provide PAL copies, but I’m really working on finding a way to make conversions.

· To post tapes, in a trade, I use registered mail, plastic tape-cover and envelope-package so as to protect the tape from any damage.

· Please do not write or stick anything on the tape or its cover, not even printed labels.
· I am willing to trade for blanks, but only if your collection has not anything that I would be interested in. Still, I’d rather we traded other sorts of merchandise to balance each other’s expenses. 

· We are human beings, so once in a while something may go wrong (e.g. delay, tape damaged etc.).    If any sort of such misfortune happens to our trade, please give me a reasonable period of time to search the matter and make up for it. Do not rush here and there to warn everybody about my relaibility. And you can bet I will do the same for you, too.

HELP  ABOUT  MY  LISTS

Wherever I have rated the quality of my material, I have used the following scale ; 

· Poor = material not worth collecting, unless you’re desperate. Whoever has traded with me, just keep in mind the Hellas-Hungary, 1994 World Cup qualifier …

· Average = clear picture & sound, but usually every few minutes turns to b-w and then again coloured etc.  This category I made to describe my mistake in recording matches of the ‘80s in LP.

· Good = more than viewable, but not great, usually due to the age of the material. If I spot a ‘70s match at such condition, then it’s major achievement. For material of the ‘90s, though, it has to be rare to be worth it – otherwise I’d just look for it somewhere else.

· Very Good = almost excellent, but again not exactly excellent. Usually tapes from the ‘80s, in SP and good condition.

· Excellent = the best quality I could ask for (not necessarily of super-VHS standards).
