Worms

Worms make the world go ‘round.  Students will learn about worms, composting

Students discover that worms are interesting critters not only eating banana peels, apple cores and eggshells but improve our soil as well.  A worm bin will be brought into the classroom. 

Ohio Wild Animals 
Students see and touch pelts from Ohio’s wildlife.  Students learn about the life histories of many common Ohio mammals by examining their skulls, fur and tracks.  This program discusses the adaptations of animals.  Track molds can be requested for students to make their own Ohio animal track.
The Envrioscape Model 
It is used as an educational tool to demonstrate how everyday activities can result in non-point source water pollution.  Non-point source pollution refers to pollution which does not come from a single identifiable source; however it includes runoff from lawns, streets, farms and other surfaces.  With the model, students are able to see and discuss the cause/effect of daily activities within the watershed.  The model is designed for grades K-6; however high school students can benefit from the presentation as well.  

Is it a Rock or Mineral? 
Students become young geologists by discovering the difference between a rock and mineral by using a variety of candy bars.  The activity separates minerals for rocks, introduces the concept that description and observation is important in science, and teaches some vocabulary relevant to the study of rocks and soils.  This activity is to be competed in classrooms where all students are not allergic to peanut or chocolate.

Reptiles and Amphibians 
Discover the wonders of these groups of animals and the role they play in a healthy ecosystem.  The basic needs of organisms, predator/prey relations, adaptations are discussed, as well as the responsibility of caring for a wild animal.  The differences between reptiles and amphibians are also discussed. Anoles are utilized during this presentation. 

Soil 

Students become soil scientists and discover the components that make up soil. This program uses candy as the components of soil.  Soil horizons and profiles can also be discussed.  Apple Earth uses an apple to demonstrate how little of the Earths soil is used to produce food and the importance of protecting our soil.  Soil Salad demonstrates the ingredients that make up the soil.   These programs can be used together or separately.
