Data: numerical information

3 types of graphs used to display data

Bar graphs: compares categories of data by showing each category as a bar whose length is related to the frequency

Circle graph: compares parts of a set of data as a percent of the whole set. The percents in a circle graph should always have a sum of 100%

Line graph: shows how a set of data changes over time
