Notes 3-5 Solving Equations with the Variable on Each Side
Identity: equation that is true for every value of the variable

Steps for Solving Equations (on page 151)

1. Distributive Property

2. Simplify each side

3. Get variables on one side and numbers on the other

4. Simplify each side

5. Solve

· If the solution results in a false statement, there is no solution of the equation

· if the solution is an identity, the solution is all numbers
