4-3 Relations Part I

Recall:
Relation: set of ordered pairs 
Domain: 1st number in an ordered pair – usually x

Range: 2nd number in an ordered pair – usually y

Ways to represent a relation

Ordered Pairs


Table


Graph


Mapping

Mapping: illustrates how each element of the domain (x) is paired with an element in the range (y)

Example 1: Express the relation { (4,3), (-2,-1), (-3,2), (2,-4), (0,-4) } as a table, graph, and a mapping.

Example 2: The table shows the percent of people satisfied with the way things were going in the U.S. at the time of the survey.
