5-5 Writing Equations in Point-Slope Form

Point-slope form: 
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    m is slope, (x , y) is point

Example 1: Write in point-slope form given m = (-3/2), P(-2,0)

Example 2: Horizontal line through (0,5)

Put it all together

Example 3: Write y-5 = (4/3) (x-3) in standard form.

Example 4: Write y – 5 = (4/3)(x – 3) in slope-intercept form

Example 5: Write a point-slope equation of the line containing each side. 
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AB: y – 3 = 0

AD: y-3 = (-5/3) (x - 2)

CD: y + 2 = 0

BC: y - 3 = (-5/2)(x - 3)
