7-3 Elimination Using Addition (Part I)
Elimination: method for finding an exact solution to a system by adding/subtracting 2 equations to get rid of a variable

Process:

1. Find which variable has opposite coefficients

2. Add to get rid of that variable

3. Solve for 2nd variable

4. Plug value into equation to solve for 1st variable

5. Write answer as an ordered pair
