8-4 Polynomials (Part II)
ascending order: going up


monomial degrees increase in polynomial

descending order: going down


monomial degrees decrease in polynomial

Example 4: Arrange the terms of each polynomial so that the powers of x are in ascending order
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Example 5: Arrange the terms of each polynomial so that the powers of x are in descending order.
