Course Aims

The course aims to give students the opportunity to undertake and develop an independent project in accounting context. 

Course Objectives

Upon completion of this course, the students should be able to:

1. identify research problems and design a research project independently;

2. understand the techniques of collecting, organising and analysing data and information;

3. acquire knowledge and apply statistical techniques for interpreting research results and form a conclusions on findings; 

4. conduct an independent project in accounting and business areas by themselves; and
5. communicate the research findings in a report concisely and effectively.

Course Outline

Based on the research title and proposal agreed at the first semester, students will design and develop their independent projects.  Three or four students will form a team for the project.  The number of wordings of the project is 8,000 - 10,000 and the project must be submitted before the end of second semester.

During the second semester, students will conduct the project in accordance with the acceptable research methods learned in the first semester.  They will collect, analyse and interpret data.  The students must meet project supervisors regularly.
