My Art:

Art is as varied as life.
If we were to separate life and art, the difference
between one and the other would be only that the
former happens of necessity, the other by a human
desire to contemplate. Art comes out as a reality on
its own.
To do art is to take in reality, pass it through the
imagination and produce an act or an object of
contemplation for contemplation sake.
“ Art is any activity that produces contemplation for
contemplation sake”—meridava 1981.
I believe that the earliest art form is play.  Mammals
and birds clearly play, that is, they perform acts
that are understood among themselves as being play,
imaginary, for their own sake., with the only purpose
of expressing a feeling and the joy of contemplating
themselves acting. 
Although play does convey abilities necessary for
survival, for the players themselves it is just an
entertainment.
In play, utilitarian, practical actions, sounds,
facial expressions are mimicked to create an imaginary
reality.
This is basically what an artist does in the immense
variety of forms of art available to us humans:
speech, visual symbols, voice sounds, body movements,
pigment manipulation, light arrangements, smell
arrangements, manipulated touch sensations, etc.
Some persons though, use art for the expression of
feelings and ideas that they consider to be of
particular importance and have developed a peculiar
way of expression or simply  are naturally able to
create works that incite contemplation in a higher
degree, these we refer to as artists. 
An artist is able, by manipulating different media to
represent an aspect of the world that has passed
through his imagination and feelings so that it
conveys to others those feelings and ideas. We can say
that an artist is able to play well, well at
representing inner or outer reality.
In my particular case as an artist, I seek to
represent or speak of a variety of aspects that have,
for reasons by me known and unknown, given me an
impression of being of more permanent interest, these
can be subtle references to personal history or
philosophical concepts, social concerns or simply
humoristic in play, then again they can be moralistic
questions, metaphysical questions or purely attractive
esthetical arrangements and forms. Most often there is
a mix of all those, there are no dividing lines.
To use artist jargon: my subject matter is very
varied.
My thoughts, my yearnings, my pains are the crucible.
As my subjects are varied so is my manner of speaking.
Some works are done realistically some abstractly;
always the imagination is a strong element. In some
cases I start with a central idea that I want to talk
about and the idea will determine what technique the
work will have. Some others I just let the canvass or
material tell me what to do, yet others may be an
image that I got while dreaming and if I saw it
realistically so it’ll be if abstractly it will be an
abstract.
To use, again, artist jargon:  my technique is very
varied.
Some works are done spontaneously, some with a
previous sketch,  some have taken several years of
intermittent activity (2 or 3 years to 15 years)
The point of origin as far as I can tell, can be an
idea red in a book, an idea seen in some existing
painting by a previous artist (known or unknown) or
could be from a dream or any other subconscious whim.
It could be a concept from the sciences of a
photograph in a magazine...
I, most of the time, use the human figure to portray
the concepts but it is not the figure itself, not the
object, rather it is the cosmic energy it has.
My themes however, revolve almost always around the
internal and external evolution of the human, as well
as the cosmic evolution of all beings.
So while I utilize a subject it is its energy in
itself that I seek to perceive and represent; that is:
the constant becoming of nature, primarily the
becoming of human nature.
In general, my art is a way of explaining to myself
the world that I perceive.

“ I see, I paint, therefore I love ”.
If I was to acknowledge artistic debt to someone it
would be to all artist I have known and perhaps even
non-artist.  I have been influenced  primarily by
European classical and modern tradition and primitive,
specifically pre-Columbian  art.
Most of my visual work is done however, while
listening to classical music or some of the most
spiritual ethnic music and that is an acknowledgement.
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
