Many of us think that the word ‘igloo’ means a house built from snow,  but it actually is the Eskimo word for shelter.  So an igloo can be a tent,  a church or even a railroad station.



Only the Eskimos of Canada and Northern Greenland ever build snow igloos.  A snow igloo is called an apudyak.  It is made of frozen snow  which is carved into neat blocks.



A snow igloo can be made quickly.  Compact snow is cut into blocks with a snow knife,  a swordlike instrument originally made of bone but now usually of metal.  Each snow block measures 60 centimetres long,  45 centimetres wide and 12 centimetres thick.  The snow blocks are laid out in a circle on a flat stretch of snow and made to slant inward to form a circle.  The blocks are built upward and inward to form a dome.  A small ‘breathing hole’ is left open at the top of the igloo.  A clear piece of ice or seal intestine is used to make a window.



Sometimes a few snowhouses are built together with connecting tunnels.  In this way,  Eskimos can visit each other without stepping out into the cold.
