Statement of Intent:

I intend to interview and act out the part of Brutus. He is the most significant character in the play because he is the tragic hero. In the presentation, Brutus’ tragic flaw will be exemplified and analyzed. This is meant to demonstrate Brutus’ overwhelming honorability. I will ask him a series of questions in which he will answer truthfully, but in a way so that he displays his blindness. The attitude I hope to get from him is that of an honorable, but flawed man.
Script:

Interviewer: Lets get down to this, shall we?

Brutus: I’m ready when you are.

Interviewer: When Cassius, in the beginning, “recruits” you into the conspiracy, you seem to throw all your say into one area. You don’t seem to weigh the different sides out. How do you feel about this?

Brutus: Well, I did think about the conspiracy, but I felt I had to do something for the good of the people, for Rome. Cassius pointed out that Caesar was becoming a threat t Rome and that got me into the plan.
Interviewer: Brutus, when you agree to help kill Caesar, you say Caesar is a threat to the people, yet Caesar hasn’t done anything wrong. Do regret your decision to murder him?

Brutus: Actually no, I feel really good about killing Caesar; he was a potential threat to Rome and felt I needed to do something about it. Anyway Cassius’ words seemed to reaffirm my own goals.

Interviewer: How did Cassius reaffirm your views on the assassination?
Brutus: To be honest I don’t know. He just made it seem like a good idea and after talking with him about it I couldn’t see any wrong in it. 

Interviewer: Did you ever think about the consequences that might arise from your actions or did you just do what you were told?

Brutus: Well, I did do some thinking, but if I were tell the people first hand what had happened I could explain my motives and be honored. Sure Cassius did do most of the scheming, but I really never took direct orders, in that sense, for the plot.

Interviewer: Did you ever think about Antony and what he would do to you through the people if you let him speak?

Brutus: Like I said, he was just a bleeding limb without Caesar so I felt I was safe. I know Cassius warned me a few times, but I didn’t believe him. I felt I could persuade the crowd so they would act in favor of me. 
Interviewer: Do you have any final thoughts about your action in capital?

Brutus: All I have to say is, I loved you Caesar, but you could have ruined Rome. You would have it a monarchy; I come from a line of people who believed in the Republic. I needed to stop you before you could do any harm.

Analysis:


In this interview I think I did somewhat well. I knew the material, but I had a hard time putting it together into good questions. I don’t think I brought out Brutus’ character as much as I hoped, but I still fell I got the message out. Before this interview I viewed Brutus as dimwitted, but as I found different facts I see now that he was just acting the way he felt was right.
