Alliteration - The repetition of the same sounds or of the same kinds of sounds at the beginning of words or in stressed syllables, as in “on scrolls of silver snowy sentences” (Hart Crane). Modern alliteration is predominantly consonantal; certain literary traditions, such as Old English verse, also alliterate using vowel sounds. 

Allusion - The act of alluding; indirect reference:

Apostrophe - The direct address of an absent or imaginary person or of a personified abstraction, especially as a digression in the course of a speech or composition.
Assonance - The repetition of identical or similar vowel sounds, especially in stressed syllables, with changes in the intervening consonants, as in the phrase tilting at windmills

a. Ballad - A narrative poem, often of folk origin and intended to be sung, consisting of simple stanzas and usually having a refrain. 
Cacophony - Jarring, discordant sound; dissonance

Euphony - Agreeable sound, especially in the phonetic quality of words.

Caesura - A pause in a line of verse dictated by sense or natural speech rhythm rather than by metrics.

Conceit - A favorable and especially unduly high opinion of one's own abilities or worth
Connotation – the assumed or suggested meaning of a word.
Denotation – the dictionary meaning of a word
Consonance – the repetition of consonant sounds
Couplet - A unit of verse consisting of two successive lines, usually rhyming and having the same meter and often forming a complete thought or syntactic unit. 
Diction – the author’s choice of words
Elegy - A poem composed in elegiac couplets. 
Didactic literature - Didactic refers to literature or other types of art that are instructional or informative. It does not merely entertain.
Epithet - A term used to characterize a person or thing
Euphemism - The act or an example of substituting a mild, indirect, or vague term for one considered harsh, blunt, or offensive
Foot - A unit of poetic meter consisting of stressed and unstressed syllables in any of various set combinations. For example, an iambic foot has an unstressed followed by a stressed syllable. 
Free verse - Verse that has neither regular rhyme nor regular meter. Free verse often uses cadences rather than uniform metrical feet
Figurative language - Language enriched by word meanings and figures of speech (ie, similes, metaphors, personification, hyperbole)
Figure of speech - An expression that uses language in a nonliteral way, such as a metaphor or synedoche, or in a structured or unusual way, such as anaphora or chiasmus, or that employs sounds, such as alliteration or assonance, to achieve a rhetorical effect.
Hyperbole - A figure of speech in which exaggeration is used for emphasis or effect, as in I could sleep for a year or This book weighs a ton.
Iamb - A metrical foot consisting of an unstressed syllable followed by a stressed syllable or a short syllable followed by a long syllable, as in delay.
Imagery - A set of mental pictures or images
Irony - The use of words to express something different from and often opposite to their literal meaning.
Local color - a detailed representation in fiction of the setting, dialect, dress, climate, manners, customs, etc., of a particular area.
Lyric poem - in its most common contemporary usage, a short poem expressing in a personal manner the feelings and thoughts of an individual 'speaker.'
Metaphor - a figure of speech in which an expression is used to refer to something that it does not literally denote in order to suggest a similarity
Meter - Measuring device
Metonymy - A figure of speech in which one word or phrase is substituted for another with which it is closely associated
Narrative poem - a poem that tells a story. Types of narrative poem include ballad, epic and romance.
Ode - a lyric poem with complex stanza forms
Paradox – a seemingly contradictory statement
Personification - A person or thing typifying a certain quality or idea; an embodiment or exemplification: “He's invisible, a walking personification of the Negative” (Ralph Ellison). 
Parallel structure - the repeating of phrases and sentences that are syntactically similar (eg, phrases all starting with verbs, same tense)
Rhyme - correspondence in the sounds of two or more lines (especially final sounds)
Rhyme scheme - The sequence in which the rhyme occurs. The first end sound is represented as the letter "a", the second is "b", etc.
Rhythm - Movement or variation characterized by the regular recurrence or alternation of different quantities or conditions
Scansion - Analysis of verse into metrical patterns.
Simile - A figure of speech in which two essentially unlike things are compared, often in a phrase introduced by like or as
Sonnet - A 14-line verse form usually having one of several conventional rhyme schemes
Symbolism - The practice of representing things by means of symbols or of attributing symbolic meanings or significance to objects, events, or relationships. 
Synecdoche - A figure of speech in which a part is used for the whole (as hand for sailor), the whole for a part (as the law for police officer), the specific for the general (as cutthroat for assassin), the general for the specific (as thief for pickpocket), or the material for the thing made from it (as steel for sword).

Synesthia - A condition in which one type of stimulation evokes the sensation of another, as when the hearing of a sound produces the visualization of a color. 
Theme - A topic of discourse or discussion
Tone - A sound of distinct pitch, quality, and duration; a note.
Understatement - A disclosure or statement that is less than complete.
Quatrain - A stanza or poem of four lines.

Enjambment - The continuation of a syntactic unit from one line or couplet of a poem to the next with no pause.
Slant rhyme - occurs when the final consonant sounds are the same, but the vowels are different: green and gone, that and hit
