On the internet, briefly research life inside the trenches; evaluate what type of life these soldiers lived.

Living in trenches was not a peaceful way to live. They had lice, and because of this they would spend hours picking it off one another. One of the set downs was that when the people went to war for the first time they thought that it was going to be exciting. There were tons of rats in the trenches. They would try and eat their food. The people in the trenches would have to eat very fast so that they did not loose their food to the rats. They put a wood to reinforce the trenches. If a shell were to explode then you are either buried alive, or just blown apart. Starvation, there was a horrible problem with starvation. It was said that when you got liqueur and cigarettes then there was going to be an attack. The soldiers would also starve because the rats would eat the food and they would not get anything for a long time. Going to the bathroom was a problem, because there was no where to go in the middle of battle. The weather was always a problem because they would not have anything to protect them. There was a huge loss of sleep, because they never knew when the shells are going to fall down, and they were afraid that it is going to land on them. The men can not live because of pressure of dying.
