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Title: He is waiting for the right time to strike.
Paraphrase: Standing on a hill, waiting for something. Suddenly spewed out webbing and began to build a web. Works all the time, no breaks, 

Connotation: The spider tirelessly building his web could represent the hard-working spirit of any such worker. Maybe an American worker since Whitman liked America?

Attitude (Tone): Respect for the spider in his unrelenting task. (No sabbaticals)

Syntax/Shift: Whitman uses lots of conjunctions such as mark’d instead of marked. He also uses a lot of commas in order to show repetition of a word or an idea. One can also see the use of multiple dashes in SEEMINGLY random places. There is a shift from the description of the making of the web, to the admiration of the web.

Theme: Respect for the common working man, who conforms to his work without outcry.
