4. Now do the same for the doubts surrounding the Stratfordian attribution.
· The Stratford Worthies does not mention a man named “Shakespeare”
· William Camden publishes his book, Remaines, exemplifies a “Shakespeare”. However later in 1616, in his Annals, he leaves out the death of a man named Shakespeare of Stratford.

· No mention of “Shakespeare’s” inclusion in the inner court circles outside of contemporary works.
· No mention that William Shakespere of Stratford ever had access to information on a wide selection of knowledge. Such knowledge being music, foreign languages, law, the classics, aristocratic matters, and sports.

· Absence of any evidence of a career in acting, despite his connection with the theatre. At least none until 1623 in the First Folio where a William Shakespeare is credited.

· In William Shakespere of Stratford’s will there is no reference to books, manuscripts, or any literary interests for that matter.

· There are six different signatures of William Shakspere, all have the first syllable spelled “Shak” not “Shake”.
· No evidence that William of Stratford ever left Stratford before the birth of his twins while many of the plays attributed to him had to be written at earlier dates.

1. Many authorities have made claims that De Vere more than anyone is most closely related to being the author of the Shakespearean collection. Why?
· De Vere wrote in a style similar to the Shakespeare works.

· Courtiers were not allowed to publish poetry so De Vere needed a false name to hide that fact. The reason for “Shakespeare” is that he was skilled in tournaments and was dubbed the name “spear-shaker”.

· The Shakespearean sonnets often were similar to De Vere’s life in Oxford.
· De Vere spent a lot of time in Queen Elizabeth’s court, which could have an impact on the works themselves.

2. What are some of the coincidental connections between the Earl of Oxford and Shakespeare? Are these connections strong enough to support Oxfordian Claims?
· De Vere was one of the most outstanding patrons of writers in his time.

· Most of Shakespeare’s works were similar to De Vere’s life.

· He wrote in six-line pentameters.

· Wrote, performed, and acted in plays.
3. What problems exist between the authorship of the Shakespearean poems and plays?
· None of the Shakespearean poems or plays have come from Oxford’s name.

4. What similarities exist between De Vere's writing and Shakespeare's writing? (consider style and structure)

· De Vere uses similar word choices and formats his similar to Shakespeare.

· He uses the same kind of pentameters as Shakespeare does.

5. What type of logic/illogic is used to support the Oxfordian claims?
· Popularity because I think that through the references I have read there are numerous believers that De Vere wrote Shakespeare.
