Mezhiritsky had not taken into consideration that the plot was far away from being considered as new. Enthusiasm with which his hero, Paul Korotkov, is acting, quickly engages the reader and takes him away. There is no more fear of reading a traditional plot. There is hot temperament of the hero, there is the plant with its wonderful people and a vivid sense of creating something new, which never existed there before. The story attracts by it’s reality of the plant workdays. It is obvious, that the precision and truth of the story are not obtained by an indifferent bystander. They are indeed parts of the author’s actual biography. It is not a simple task – to make up a factual literature out of mundane daily life of the manufacturing plant. It is so easy to leave the reality without subtle and colorful details – and so easy to get stuck in them… Peter Mezhiritsky was between the rock and the hard place. He managed to extract poetry from a very usual daily shop life without unduly decorating it, presenting it honestly, sometimes even harshly… It may happen that sometime in the future other subjects or matters will attract Peter Mezhiritsky’s attention. But so far as I can see the road that he has chosen is full of good and  provocative opportunities.
