ELECTION RESULTS

Three (3) new directors (Robert Bjerke, Michael James, Kevin Monk) and one (1) incumbent director (Caryl Crank) were elected as Directors at the May 3, 2003, Gun Show Club elections.  Jim Adams, Greg Crank, Bill Fritz, Ed King were not up for re-election this year.  The Board of Directors then elected Mike James, President; Kevin Monk, Vice-President; Bob Bjerke, Secretary; Caryl Crank, Treasurer; Greg Crank, Range Master/Range Maintenance Chairman; Bill Fritz, Gun Show Manager; Ed King, Membership Chairman; Jim Adams, Director.

The new Board decided that communications with the membership must be improved.  To accomplish this:

1) At Gun Shows, an up to date financial recap (see Treasurer Caryl Crank) will be available for current member viewing (you must show a current Membership card) at the Gun Show Office.  The 2002 financial recap will also be available at the August Gun Show.

2) The new Board must get a handle on the income and expenses of the Club.  The Club cannot continue to spend more than it makes.

3) All Board members will attempt to answer any reasonable question asked or provide you with the name and telephone number of the appropriate Board member best suited to answer your question

RANGE

1) Effective August 11, 2003, the Range Gates will have combination locks installed on them.  The combination will be 4 5 7 0 for the remainder of 2003.

2) You are/will be expected to relock the gate each time you enter the Range and each time you leave the Range.

3) Proposed Range Improvements (permanent bathrooms, safety berms, archery range, pavilion repairs, etc.) will have to be put on hold until the Board is able to get a handle on the Club finances.

4) REMEMBER – EACH THURSDAY is the Range Work/Maintenance Day.  The ranges will have limited availability while mowing, necessary repairs, cleanup, etc., is being performed.  Anyone available and desiring to help with Range Maintenance/Repairs can contact Greg Crank @ 309/248-7068 for details.  

MEMBERSHIP DUES and RANGE FEE
