MEMBERSHIP INFORMATION

1) MGCA Memberships are CALENDAR YEAR – January 1 thru December 31 for each year, irrespective of when you paid your dues during the year.

2) ANNUAL Renewal Dues Notices are not mailed out to members and you do not have to fill out an application form to renew your membership. It is your responsibility to remember to timely renew your membership.

3) Your 2007 annual membership dues can still be paid at the MGCA Club Tables during the February 2007 Gun Show.  They are still $50 for the 2007 calendar year. 

4) You may also renew your 2007 annual membership dues by mail.  If you mail in your dues, please include your current membership number.  The mailing address is listed at the end of this newsletter. 

5) Your NAME LINE has a 06 or a 07 before your NAME.  If you DO NOT HAVE a 07, you are NOT PAID for 2007.  All non-renewed 2006 members will be deleted from the membership roster after the February Gun Show.  This means no more newsletters and no range access until you re-join MGCA/send in your 2007 dues. 

6) The current Quarterly Club Membership Meeting will be held at the February 24 & 25, 2007, MGCA Gun Show. It will start about 4:15 P.M. on Saturday after the close of the show.

RANGE

1) The Range gate lock combination was changed on January 1, 2007.  If you have not paid your 2007 dues you will not be able to use the Range until you pay your annual renewal fee of $50.

2) REMEMBER – EACH THURSDAY is the Range Work/Maintenance Day.  The ranges may have limited availability while mowing (depending upon the time of the year), necessary repairs, cleanup, etc., is being performed.  Anyone available and desiring to help with Range Maintenance/Repairs can contact Greg Crank @ 309/248-7068 for details.

3) You are expected to have your MEMBERSHIP CARD with you every time you enter/use the Range.

4) You are/will be expected to relock the gate each time you enter the Range and each time you leave the Range.  PLEASE DO NOT leave the Range Gate unlocked while using the Range.

5) SHOTGUNS USING SLUG SHELLS ONLY will be permitted to use Range #1 for sighting in purposes.  NO BIRD SHOT WILL BE ALLOWED ON RANGE #1.  ABUSE of this privilege will result in ALL SHOTGUN SHOOTING again being regulated to the Shotgun Range only.

6) Remember, Eye & Ear Protection is MANDATORY for everyone when using any of the MGCA Shooting Ranges.  There ARE NO EXCEPTIONS TO THIS RULE!  Violators can lose their range/membership privileges.  DON’T BE A VIOLATOR!

7) Additional range improvements are being planned for 2007.  These include shelters, shooting tables, and parking areas.
