Homework/Class work (25%)

Homework is the largest component of your grade.  Daily homework assignments will be given.  The purpose of homework will be to prepare for an upcoming class or lab, to review material covered in class or lab, or to independently investigate a course-related topic.  Homework will be collected at the beginning of class.  Assignments will be graded on a scale from 0 to 10.  


Labs (30%)

You are expected to practice safe techniques and be aware of your surroundings at all times when you are working in the lab.  Lab assignments will range from creating data tables to full lab reports.  There will also be at least one major project that will count as two lab grades. 


Quizzes (10%)

Quizzes will be given on a regular basis.  You will be given a chance to make up quizzes within 5 days back from an excused absence.  


Tests (25%)

There will be a test for every chapter during the course.  You will be given a chance to make up tests within 5 days back from an excused absence.  Otherwise make-up tests are to be taken the day you return from an unexcused absence for full credit.  You can retake any test for a maximum grade of 75% within 2 days of the original test. 

Participation (10%)

Participation is worth a letter grade.  Ask questions, volunteer for tasks/challenges, try hard in lab even when you are confused and you will do well in this category.
Class Policies:


Late Work

Late work as a result of an unexcused absence is due 1 day from when a student returns.  Late work as a result of an excused absence is due 5 days from when a student returns.  


Cheating

If you are caught cheating, you will receive a zero on that assignment.  Plagiarism is a form of cheating.  If you are caught plagiarizing, you will receive a letter that must be signed by your parents or guardian.  If you are unsure if you are plagiarizing, ask me before you hand in your work.


Food and Drink


This is a WATER ONLY classroom.  Otherwise, no food or drink is allowed.  If you bring it into class, it will be disposed.


Electronic Devices

Electronic devices are not allowed to be out during school hours.  If I see or hear any kind of electronic device not related to school work, I will take it and turn it into the principal’s office. 


Tardiness

Be on time for class.  If you are late and do not have a pass from a teacher or the main office, you automatically receive a 30-minute detention.  Likewise, any work you miss will count as late work.  If your tardiness is excused, then you will not be penalized.


Hall Pass

You will only have 6 hall passes per quarter.  Unused hall passes can be redeemed at the end of each quarter for extra credit.  2 passes boost a homework or quiz grade to a 100%, or 4 passes boost a test grade to 90%. 


Respect


Respect each other.  Rude, derogatory, or disrespectful comments will not be tolerated, whether they are directed at me or at a fellow student.  If you do not respond appropriately to my corrections in class, then discipline will be taken outside of the classroom.  This may involve detention, contacting your parents, or meeting with administration.
