1.  Title


Title must accurately describe what the lab is about.

    (4 points)
2. Purpose
What question(s) are you trying to answer or what 
    (8 points)
problem(s) are you trying to solve? (complete sentence)
3. Hypothesis

Guess what the answer to your purpose is.  In other words, 
          (8 points)

give an explanation of what will happen in the lab and why.
4. Materials & Methods
List all materials you used.  Then list your procedure, step

    (10 points)
 by-step.  Keep in mind that someone outside of this class should be able to read this section and reproduce what you did.  Include an introduction section for any background information that is needed.
5. Observations
List any and all observations you made during the 

    (10 points)
experiment.  Avoid drawing conclusions.  Just tell what your senses experienced. (What did you see, smell, hear, etc.?)
6. Data and Analysis
Present all data in an organized table.  

    (20 points) 
Analysis includes any graphing or statistical calculations needed to draw conclusions.

7. Calculations
Show any mathematical formulas you used in your 

    (10 points)
experiment.  For each formula, give one example showing all of your math.

8. Conclusion
Answer any questions given in a lab handout.  Most 

    (30 points)
importantly, write your own conclusion from your experiments.  Your conclusion must address the purpose and discuss whether your hypothesis was correct or not AND WHY.  Refer to your data when drawing any conclusion.
