Possible Essay Questions (1 on the exam) 

1) The American Civil War was not inevitable.  In fact, numerous compromises helped stave off the war.  Examine the 3 major compromises (1820, 33, 50) and the proposed compromise in 1861.  In your opinion, why was another compromise not possible?  At what point was the Civil War inevitable.  When discussing the compromises, BE SPECIFIC, and remember that though it does not matter what your opinion is, you must back up your findings. 

2) The task of restoring the Union after the war was an arduous task.  Briefly explain the three major plans for reconstruction, being sure to define what finally ended reconstruction.  Then, evaluate the effect of the Civil War and Reconstruction on African Americans.  Give specific examples in your evaluation, and USE YOUR READINGS.

3) How was the west won?  Briefly describe how the Unites States acquired Oregon, California, Texas, New Mexico, etc. Specifically, what diplomatic measures were taken to acquire these territories, and were these measures legal and moral?  Finally, how did the American public feel about the acquisition of new territory (Note that there is probably more than one reaction) USE READINGS TO SUPPORT YOUR ANSWER.    

Other Concepts to know (for True/False & Multiple Choice questions)

1) Immigration in the mid nineteenth century- who was immigrating?  What did that immigration do to America? Why were these immigrants flooding into the US?
2) Workers at Lowell.  What was their life like?  What programs/movements did they have to participate in as part of working for the factory?
3) Inventions that aided America: Cotton Gin (what did it do for America?), Steamboats, Spinning Jenny

4) Internal Improvements in the US- who financed them? What were they?

5) What was the nature of unions (trade unions) in the 1840s and 1850s? Where they effective?

6) Temperance.  What organization(s) are associated with the movement?  What were their major arguments?  What does T stand for?  What was the effect of the movement?

11) Utopian communities?  What were the major Utopian communities?  What did they stand for/what were they based on?

13) Mexican General Santa Anna, in War for Texas Independence and the Mexican-American War.

14) Why were most of the settlers in Texas before the war for Texas Independence?  What was the general feeling of the US population at the beginning of the Mexican War?

15) Oregon. What controversy surrounded the area?  What was the solution?

16) Wealth in the South.  Where was it?  Who had it? What was the relationship between the North and South?  What did the economy look like?

17) William Lloyd Garrison.  What was he known for?  What did his paper argue for?  What organizations did he support?  What makes him different?

18) Life of slaves.  What was life like for women? Men?  Women after children?   Living conditions?  Food?  Cultural life?  Children?

19) Life of the Planter.  Mistress.

21) What is the “Gag” rule?  Why does it come about?  

22) Mining in the West/California.  What was life like?  What was the life expectancy?  Were people successful? What was life like for women?

27) What is the Compromise of 1850?  (All 5 parts).  Why was the compromise needed?  Explore the Fugitive Slave Act in detail.

28) The Gadsden Purchase.  What is it?  Why was it needed?

29) Fighting on the floor!  Sumner, Brooks, and Butler.

30) Dred Scott v. Sandford.  What is this case about?  What is the outcome?

31) After the election of 1860, but before Lincoln took office, what is happening?  What is Buchanan’s response?  

32) Who is Crittenden? What did he propose?  What the proposal well received? What is the final outcome?

33) Civil War: Life for women.  

34) Drafting during the Civil War.  Who imposed a draft?  How did the public receive this draft?  (NYC) (Remember the North and the South both used conscription/drafts)


35) Lincoln’s early days.  What did his inaugural address say?  What did he believe in?

36) How did the Civil War begin?  (Think first shots)

37) Lincoln worked hard to keep states in the Union.  What did he have to do to keep Maryland in the Union? 

38) What was the Anaconda Strategy?

39) What is the problem, concerning Generals, for the North?  Which general(s) does Lincoln have to push?  What is wrong with the majority of the generals?  How or where does Lincoln find the answer to the problem of finding a Northern General?

40) Though we focus on the US, both the North and the South tried to cultivate foreign relationships during the war.  Which countries did the South cultivate?  Which countries did the North cultivate?  Why?  Who was more successful?

41) The Emancipation Proclamation.  What was it?  When was it enacted?  How did Lincoln justify his actions to US?  Abroad?

42) African Americans in the Union Army.  Generally, how many African Americans served? What was their capacity?  How did they fight?  What particular issues did these soldiers face that were different than regulars?

43) Who is Sherman?  What is he most known for?  What was “the march” all about?  

44) What is Appomattox?  Why is it significant?  How were Southern soldiers treated at Appomattox?

45) What is the Freedman’s Bureau?  What is Johnson’s view of the Bureau?

46) Amendments after the Civil War. (13th, 14th, and 15th)  What do each of these amendments do, and why were they needed?

47) What is the Compromise of 1877. Why was it needed?  What are the ramifications of the compromise?

48) What was Lincoln’s plan for Reconstruction?  What was the Wade-Davis Bill? How do the two compare?  

49) What are Black Codes?  Who supports them?  What do they do to the life for African Americans?

50) Texas v White.  What is this case about?  What is the outcome?  Who does this case support?
