Possible Essay Questions (1 on the exam) 

1) “Cold War” meant a number of things in the past.  Define Cold War in your opinion, or, put another way, what is the unifying theme in the Cold War?  Back up your definition with specific examples from the American experience (at least 3 examples and one must be either the Korean War or Vietnam).  You MUST use readings to support your answer.

2) Many people and organizations participated in the Civil Rights Movement (CRM).  Briefly give an overview of the movement, including the major goals and major disappointments/victories.  Who participated in this movement, and were the different sectors of the movement united/separated?   Discuss at least 3 incidents in the CRM in addition to all of the major groups. You MUST use readings to support your answer.
3) The 1960s saw the rise of more liberal thought in government.  What did these “liberals” want to do in society?  Who was apart of the liberal movement, and what were they able to accomplish.  Finally, what 
caused the fall of liberalism, and who replaced the liberal mentality in the United States government? You MUST use readings to support your answer

1) What is Operation Dixie, and why was it needed?

2) What did the National Security Act accomplish?  How?
3) What was Harry Truman’s domestic program?  What is the relationship between Truman’s program and the New Deal?

4) Truman’s response to strikes (RR) after the war.

5) What was the Taft-Hartley Act? Who did it favor?

6) What was the purpose of the Marshall Plan? Think about more than just the basic purpose.

7) What was the situation in Germany after WWII?  Who controlled what and why?  What were the repercussions of the arrangements?

12) Explain the growth of suburbs.  How did it happen?  What factors promoted the growth of suburbs. 

13) What is the proper role for women in the 1950s?  Remember that there were number of people and media outlets weighing in on the subject.

14) Religion in the 1950s had a different tone than in previous decades; what was different about the tone of the 1950s?  What is the reason for that change?

15) Brown vs. Board of Education – What was it? What was the argument? What is the outcome?  Think short and long term.

16) What is the National Defense Education Act and what did it do? Why?

17) What did Eisenhower’s “domestic (dynamic) conservatism” entail?

18) The Vietnam War: What was it? Who was involved? Why? Who are the leaders of all sides? What were the ideological foundations? What were major turning points in the battle?

19) What was America’s response to the Israeli invasion of the Gaza Strip?

20) What is the “missile gap” between the US and Soviet Union?  What did the US do about it?

21) What was the Southern Manifesto?  Who wrote it? Why?

22) Lyndon B. Johnson’s domestic program – what was it?  What were his goals? Why?

23) What was the Tet offensive and what did it mean for Vietnam and America?

24) The Kennedy Administration – What did his presidency stand for?  Who did he involve in his presidency? What were the largest legislative victories of his administration?

25) Martin Luther King – policy of nonviolence, letter from Birmingham Jail, Montgomery, Albany, and the SCLC
