A Chinese Fortune coin is set in background with the 
e�ects and transparency to not interfere with the 
menu text.

The target audience for this restaurant is looking for luxury and quality, I tried to create a look 
that appeals to the high-end clientele that will be dinning here. I chose to use the symbol of a 
Chinese fortune coin. These coins are a symbol of luck and prosperity. I felt this is appropriate 
for my table tent for a couple of reasons the �rst being that the coin is appealing to the client 
because it is a symbol of wealth in China, and second is that being frugal is the �rst step to a 
good fortune, the meaning of the symbol logo for Town. 

I used a paint brush line for the geometric pattern because it goes well with the calligraphy 
look of the Chinese symbol, giving a look of being done by hand. I used the lighter colors for 
the menu’s body text as it was the easiest to read color from the Brand Style Guidelines. I made 
the text all bold also to keep it clear. I kept with one font to not be too distracting with the 
background.

My goal was to keep with a Chinese inspired theme that would be appropriate for the �ne 
dining experience. From what I have seen these types of establishments do not tend to have 
promotional materials at the table. I decided to do a happy hour menu as this would be a good 
way to bring in more customers during non-traditional dinner hours. I wanted to keep it classy 
and elegant.

The 
background has the symbol of a Chinese fortune coin. These coins are a symbol of luck and prosperity. 
The coin is appealing to the client because it is a symbol of wealth in China, and it is appropriate since 
being frugal is the first step to a good fortune, the meaning of the symbol logo for Town. 

The geometric line pattern is in a brush stroke because it creates harmony with the calligraphy look of 
the Chinese symbol, looking as if done by hand. The lighter color for the menu’s body text is an easy to 
read color from the Brand Style Guidelines. The text is all bold to enhance readability. There is only one 
font used as to not be too distracting with the background.

The table tent has a Chinese inspired theme that is appropriate for the fine dining experience. Because 
fine dining establishments tend to not have promotional materials at the table. A happy hour menu is a 
great way to bring in more customers during non-traditional dinner hours.

Menu
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Town’s menu communicates their vision of a special dining experience. This design is one that is long 
lasting, as both the design and materials are resilient. The cover is a simulated leather with a fine 
texture, soft to the touch. When the menu changes the insert can be switched out for a new one easily. 
The inside of the menu is meant to be bound in the center by an elastic cord with clear tabs to hold the 
corners down. The longer length of the menu emphasizes the overall look and feel. The goal is to have 
the customer be able to see everything at once, as it can be overwhelming if it is too long or there are too 
many choices. There are no prices on the menu as it causes the customer to price shop when they are 
deciding what they want to eat. Town wants to excite the client’s appetite and listing prices distracts from 
the client’s senses.

The menu has a very clean, simple and elegant look, that adds to the high end quality that the client is 
looking for. Green was chosen as the main background color as it is the color of freshness and harmony. 
The gradient, from Bamboo green to darker gray creates drama, adding to the experience. The menu has 
the same red brush stroked line graphics as the table tent which are complementary to the Bamboo green 
gradient background creating contrast. And the geometric lines are slightly modern and add interest 
with their varied repetition. The energy that the red and the calmness of the green, create balance for the 
menu. 

Majestic Banner font is used for the main headers; it has a slightly Asian brushwork look with the swash 
effect added. The paragraph rule separates the sections of the menu keeping it easy to read and scan 
over for the customer. Athelas font is used for the menu items because it has better readability in smaller 
sizes. The smaller font size distinguishes the names of the menu items from the descriptions help guide 
the reader through. The descriptions are simple ingredients lists, to add to the imagination and drama of 
ordering. 

The accuracy and attention to details show respect both to the customer and the clients respect for 
their establishment. This is a major contributor to the overall quality of the experience. The style is 
sophisticated and fascinating.

Guidelines. Logo is in original colors Fire Starter and Cool 
down on solid Bamboo color background for greater 
contrast.

The background is the brand guideline color Sleek. The 
middle page of outside of the brochure has a Fire Starter 
colored background object with a Feather e�ect.

Painted Fire Starter Colored lines are same style as table 
tent and menu, adjusted for brochure size and to 
enhance and guide the reader through the text.

Headers are set in Athelas Bold Italic 26 pt. font. They 
have a glyph divider in the Fire Starter color.  

Body text on inside page is Athletes Bold 13 pt. font for 
easy readability and elegant look.

Pictures on outside page have a black 1pt solid stroke 
with a bevel join

Large text in center of inside page is Majesti Banner 
Heavy Italic 26 and 20 pt. with a swash on the �rst letter.

Body text on outside page is Athletes Italic 16 pt. font to 
compliment the headers. The address and e-mail is in 
regular font to be very clear.

Annotated Sample Brochure
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The brochure has a high end look and feel, that is not too busy. It looks great for fancy parties and 
catering, meant to impress people and create those “lifetime memories” Town talks about. The brochure 
shows that Town is proficient at creating the experience and luxury for the customer that their vision 
states. 

The Brochure helps maintain cohesiveness through all of Town’s pieces. The brochure’s style is 
appropriate for the restaurant, it looks modern and has nice contrast. The design is well organized and 
does not look overcrowded. These qualities add to the high end aesthetic the restaurant is looking for and 
what they want to communicate to the target audience. 

The outside of the brochure works well both as individual pages, and as one whole page. The red brush 
strokes create good balance and visual flow. The inside reads as a complete page. Photos where used on 
this piece to give the customer an idea of how their event might look. Lines, photos, and textboxes are 
placed on a 3 by 3 grid.

Because the fonts are from the brand guidelines, visual hierarchy is created by changing the size and 
style. Menu items are not included because with higher end catering the menu is customized and tailored 
to the event and customer. Majesti Banner is used for the large header in the center of the inside page. 
The copy font, Athelas, works really well for the brochure. The serif font has a formal and elegant look, 
and has an established and confident feel that relates to Town’s personality. The font is white for contrast, 
readability and it looks nice and clean.
