Feature Story Editing Preparation
· View all footage and select EXACTLY WHICH SEGMENTS you wish to use. 

· Have the segments “timed” for easy location.

· Know which ones are “ADD” clips and which are “INSERTS”.

Feature Story Editing Day

· Load all segments IN THE ORDER THEY ARE ON THE ORIGINAL TAPE.

· Trim “ADD” segments, and PLACE THEM IN STORYBOARD.

· Trim the “beginning” of the “INSERTS”, but leave the “end” a bit long.

· Place the “INSERTS” into the storyboard – they will always begin at the start of the clip you selected to insert in on.

· Use the RANGE BUTTON to slide the “INSERTS” exactly where you want them (left or right). 

· Then use the RANGE feature to trim back the “end” point to exactly where you want it.

Optional
· Add any transitions you wish. (You cannot use transitions between inserts.)
· Add any text you wish.
