Trial – Final Preparations for Lawyers

· You need to TYPE your Opening Statement for next class. Be sure to use 14 point font, and double-space for easy reading during the trial.
· You need to collect and organize all the typed witness scripts in the order you want them for the trial. (Start with a strong witness, and end with your strongest.) 
· Keep these and your Opening Statement stapled together to turn in after the trial. 
· Be sure to mark on the question sheets when you wish to present pieces of evidence.
· Create a few questions for each witness you will cross-examine. (You don’t have to use these questions, but it helps to remember important things you want to know.)

· Don’t forget to do more than “just read” your script! Develop an “attitude” that is confident and competent!
· You need to practice OUTLOUD to be effective. 
· “Go for the throat, not the toes!”
· Are you supposed to be getting any “costumes/props” for this character?

· Are you supposed to be making anything for EVIDENCE exhibits?

· Create a preliminary Closing Statement that includes:
· Brief Review of your major points.
· Brief Rebuttal of their major points.
· “Emotional” final thoughts!
· Have fun!
