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Course Description:
This course places a strong emphasis on individual public speaking skills. Students will learn how to prepare, practice, deliver and evaluate different types of speeches for various audiences and occasions. Students will give approximately one speech per week (ranging from 1 to 7 minutes in length), dealing with a variety of informative, persuasive and entertaining topics. 
Course Requirements:
· Quizzes and Tests over Reading and Class-Discussion Handouts
· Speech Preparation (outlines, note cards, research, practice, etc.)

· Speech Delivery (enthusiasm, eye contact, volume, etc.)

· Various brief written assignments (speech critiques, manuscripts, etc.)
Classroom Procedures:

· Students will critique others, and be critiqued by various methods (oral, written, audio/video tape, etc.

· No students will offend any member of the class with speech topics or deliveries that are “rude, crude or socially unacceptable”! (If you’re not sure about a subject, ask me before the presentation.)
Classroom Participation:
Since this is a course in public speaking, it is extremely important that student deliver all speeches that are assigned, when they are assigned. In order to “encourage” this, grade on speeches will be lowered 25% for each day past the well-publicized deadlines.
