 What Should We Be Fundraising For?


[image: image3.wmf]Chapters often ask what are acceptable purposes for which they can fundraise.  Acceptable uses of raised funds are listed below. Please note that campus chapters are not permitted to use the Habitat for Humanity name to raise funds for other organizations. Funds raised by Habitat campus chapters must be used for Habitat purposes. Also, whenever you do a fundraiser, be sure to clearly inform donors about how the funds will be spent:

· Donate to your Partner Affiliate* 

· Tithe to Support HFHI’s International Work 

· House Sponsorship

· Collegiate Challenge or Global Village Trips

· Chapter Operating Expenses

*Chapters are obliged by the Campus Chapter Covenant to donate to their local affiliate in order to be considered “in good standing” with Habitat for Humanity International.  

Some chapters have asked how our region compares with others in terms of chapter donations to their local affiliates, house sponsorships, and tithe. Here are some figures taken from last year’s annual reports:

As you can see, we have a great deal of room for growth. Western States chapters reported raising close to $40,000 this year, but only reported donating about $5500 either to their local affiliate or to HFHI for tithe. The remainder was spent on Collegiate Challenge trips along with chapter operating expenses, or is being saved toward a future house sponsorship.  

Please commit to donating funds to your partner affiliate this year as required to be in good standing with HFHI, and also strongly consider taking part in the Western States Chapters Tithing Challenge. (See below).  If you are interested in setting a goal to sponsor a house, please let me know.

Western States Chapters Tithing Challenge 
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In 2003, 2 chapters in the Western States tithed $450 to support Habitat’s international work. Thank you to Arizona State and UCLA! In the coming year, I want to challenge all the western states chapters to collectively donate enough to house three partner families abroad; one in Guatemala ($2760), one in Zambia ($3100), and one in the Phillipines ($2700). That means we need to raise a total of $8560. We can do it if everyone participates!! Please discuss the idea with your chapter leadership. If your chapter is willing to accept the challenge, let me know and tell me how much money you plan to raise for this effort.
