Message from the President
	“ MAKING DREAMS REAL . . .”

During my Pre-PETS sessions, there was often something I would hear among classmate President-Elects (or PEs as we were tagged), and that was: one gets invited to observe a Rotary Club meeting – only to discover that he or she was already being introduced as a new “ recruit ”, a future Rotarian, better still – it is suddenly his/her Induction Day!

Normally, when one dislikes the group he/she is literally “forced to join and associated with”, he/she simply leaves, or fades away – ever-ready to come up with a million-and-one excuses as to why he or she no longer shows up at the weekly club meetings.

Yet, for those wonderful persons who once felt “ duped ” or “ entrapped ” or “ tricked ” on that, their first day with Rotary, THEY ARE STILL AROUND – and now, even to lead their clubs and serve as Club Presidents! 

Why so? I once asked myself. The reason, I later realized, was that there was truly something worth staying for in Rotary. It must be the fun and camaraderie – you have strangers sitting beside you who, in a flick of an eye, suddenly consider you a friend and a brother – with no conditions attached; and you share jokes, ideas, and personalities easy. And so you find new friends – if you are lucky, once in a while - new business associates too.

But that is only part of the equation. The other part: you get to find more meaning in life during the serious portion of Rotary life i.e., the OPPORTUNITY TO SERVE OTHERS.

I am sure each one of us, in our early youths, had fantasies or day-dreams that told of how the dreamer gets to be a hero (or heroine) himself (or herself) – saving people, fighting off evil men or the devil himself – all for the act of bravery, gallantry, and honor! And as we matured, we all had the tingling feeling behind the back of our heads that made us want to feel good and be a good-deed doer for others. That, my friends, is still the dreaming child that we once were – wanting to do good for others.

Thus Rotary becomes one opportune venue for the fulfillment of that good side of our lives – that of being good neighbors, good Christians, good persons! Serving others (using our time, treasures and talents), uplifting lives of they who cannot repay us back …. there, the grace stays within us – for the fulfillment and nourishment of our own humane nature.

So if this question was to be thrown at us Club Members now: do you have both parts of the equation in you? Do we come and participate–meetings, or what not - regularly and eagerly, because we feel good being with our Rotarian brothers, and because we anticipate the next opportunity to be of service to others? 

If the answer is in the affirmative, then, we are here for the right reason and on the right track in the quest to “ Make Dreams Real for the Children of the World ”. But if the reply is otherwise, then it must be time for one to look long and real hard at oneself before the mirror and recite the Four-Way Test to oneself. That would ease whatever burden there is that holds one back if it was time to get ready for a Club Meeting or if it was time to join a Rotary activity. 

A Rotarian must find his/her true place in Rotary. One can not be a true Rotarian if he or she feels unperturbed to lie or cheat to get a personal objective done; he or she can not claim anything that Rotary stands for if that person stays on mainly to serve himself / herself. It can never be beneficial nor fair to others if that person places and insists on his own interests over and above those of others, particularly the less-privileged.

Yes, the final question: how does the Rotary Club of Midtown Cubao fare? I have seen some clubs in action and, with humility, I believe we do fare better. If there is still anything amiss, maybe, it is the deeper understanding of why we are Rotarians – and what we must do as Rotarians. How I wish we could really do something meaningful and lasting for the less fortunate, particularly the children, during this year. I could ask no less.
