Lines 18-30: According to Creon, what deserves the highest loyalty? How do you feel about Creon's priciples? The state and its well being. Creon is looking out for the well being of his state but is mainly focused on keeping power.
Lines 31-42: Do you think Creon is justifies in treating Polyneices' corpse in this way? What do you think his motive is? He is justified in the sense that Polyneices is a traitor to Thebes. His motive is to show that he is in power and he wants to make an example of this traitor.
