No one speaks in poetry yet because none of them are very important in this beginning.  The ones who speak in blank verse are all of nobility and those that speak in prose are the commoners and are in low status.
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Complete character analysis on Brutus, Caesar, Antony, Casca, and Cassius
Brutus: Brutus is a member of Caesars senate and is one of his good friends. Brutus is an honorable person who tires to always do the right thing. He is forced into the conspiracy believing that it is the best for Rome. After Caesar is killed Brutus tires to lead the people but eventually has to flee because of them. He kills himself in the end after the loss to Antony. 
Caesar: He is the ruler of Rome when the play begins. He is murdered by his men because they think he is too ambitious. His death forces his people to revolt against the conspirators and he is replaced by Octavius.

Antony: Antony is Caesar’s right hand man and best friend. When Caesar dies, Antony is the one who makes the people revolt in his honor. Antony also leads the attacks against Brutus and eventually wins.

Casca: Casca is one of the conspirators. He is the first one to stab Caesar but he is killed for being a conspirator. He assists Cassius in planning the murder and is one of the leading conspirators.

Cassius: He is the main conspirator and the planner of all that they do. He feels that Caesar should be taken down. He is a weak character because he often gives up too easily if his plans seem to be going even the tiniest bit wrong.  He also has to defend himself from Antony, but he kills himself in the end too.

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In groups of 4, identify or explain where each of the following occur: hubris, anagnorisis, perepetia, hamartia, and catharsis. Post your responses to your web site under your Caesar assignments.
Hubris: Hubris is displayed in Julius Caesar through Caesar. He holds himself to a higher standard than any other man. He has excessive belief in his own ability to take over the Roman government and he pays for it.

Anagnorisis: The revelation to the protagonist of a tragic flaw comes out in the end. Brutus discovers his tragic flaw because Caesar’s ghost visits him twice and tells him. He figures out that he was too honorable.

Perepetia: Brutus falls from a high place by losing the favor of the people and is forced to flee. Another, Caesar, falls because he gets too ambitious, trying to become the sole ruler of Rome. He was going to be king, but he dies.

Hamartia: The tragic flaws in the play are seen through Caesar and Brutus. Caesar’s is the overwhelming pride and ambition. Brutus, on the other hand, is too honorable and leans all the way towards one point of view.

Catharsis: The audience purges their pity when Brutus has to kill himself just to do the right thing and that was the only way. Their fear is purged because they can feel the dark aura around Caesar.

How is the play's theme developed by the actions of Cassius and Brutus in the final act? 2.  How does Brutus's guilty conscience cause him to make a series of tactical errors that begin in act 4?
