Mockingbirds:
“Your father’s right,” she said. “Mockingbirds don’t do one thing but make music for us to enjoy. They don’t eat up people’s gardens, not nest in corncribs, they don’t do one thing but sing their hearts out for us. That’s why it’s a sin to kill a mockingbird.”
What Miss Maude is saying is that all mockingbirds do is good and they do not disturb people so that makes it a sin to kill something so innocent.

Tom Robinson can be considered to be a mockingbird. He was just a normal black man. He feels sorry for Mayella and that is why he helps her. But the Ewells accused him of rape and he was taken to court. He lost the trial and was sent to prison. It was obvious that Tom was innocent but he unfairly went to prison. In prison he tried to escape but was shot dead. Tom is considered to be a mockingbird because he did no wrong but in the end he was killed.
Boo Radley is another character who can be seen as a mockingbird. Boo Radley was a grown man who would never come out of his house. All the people in the town accused him of many things and the judged him without even knowing him. To them he was portrayed as so psychotic man who is a menace to society. In the end of the story it is revealed that Boo is an innocent man who is more childlike than anything else. He gave Jem and Scout all the little gifts and there lives. He is sort of killed in a sense that people think he’s a bad person. 

Mayella Ewell could possibly be considered as a mockingbird. She shows her innocents by keeping up her flowers and keeping herself clean and takes care of all the children. She is the daughter of Bob Ewell, the man who accused Tom Robinson of raping Mayella. Mayella is pitied by many characters and is harshly treated by he father. Her father is an evil person and she falls victim to this. She is killed in a sense that Atticus had to expose her at the trial. She accuses Tom at the trial and in a case she hurt him.
Archetypal Symbol: Flowers-symbolic to human life, or maturity/blooming and/or dying. 

Close Textual Analysis 
Diction is used by the author in this passage in the example of the words chosen to describe there living conditions “no health officer could free them…”  The word indigenous also shows diction. Indigenous describes how the Ewells live.
Irony is shown in the passage where the Ewells house is being describes because the house was so bad even black people would not live in it. The irony is that the Ewells think they are better than the blacks but they live in worse conditions then them.
Plank is used as diction when describing the house because planks are cheap wood and that is what they use.

The house is not resting on blocks they are on lumps and the lumps are irregular. Also the limestone is a cheap stone and this also describes the house
 The author uses imagery to describe the house that the Ewells live in and the conditions of the houses surroundings. The author describes the house like this, “The cabins plank walls were supplemented with corrugated iron, its roof shingled with tin cans hammered flat…” 

The author also uses similes to describe something, and in this case it is the area around the house “…made the plot of ground around the cabin look like a playhouse of the insane child…”
Symbols are also used by the author; in the part where they are talking about the flowers it shows the symbol of a mockingbird. This helps to show that Mayella is a mockingbird because she is very innocent and she had to live in the poor conditions that she does. The flowers show that she does not want to live like garbage but wants to live a regular life. Her flowers stand out in the dirty, rusty old house. Mayella could be compared to her flowers in the way that she is a flower and she has to grow in the slop jar or the dump. And its shows how she will never grow out of the slop jar because she will always be a Ewell. 
The Ewells house is described by imagery. The windows are just holes in the wall. And they used cheesecloth strips which show more poverty. Objects around the house are rusty old gardening tools which they use for weapons. The fence around the house is a barricade. Scrawny chickens which show that even they do not get much food. 
Marigolds: the symbolic attachment that links the two incidents of destroying the flowers is that they feel angry about they way people are acting and they take it out on the flowers which symbolize the hope of a better place. Destroying beauty because life is ugly. By attacking the flowers Lizabeth and Jem show they don’t want to grow up. When Jem destroys the flowers they are all buds and when ms. Dubose
