Family History
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My mother’s name is Shirley Lousie Dillon.  Her father my grandfather was the fifth generation here in Canada his name was Randolph Dillon born North Gower, Ontario.  His father & mother were Richard Howard Dillon  & Katherine Todd and his father was John Dillon & Margaret Dobson and his father was William Dillon & Jane McCune. We do not know much about her as Joe & Kate Boyce in Kemptville Ontario raised her as foster child.  My grandparents were married Kemptville Ontario.  They purchase a farm in Kars Ontario were they raise a family of ten children.
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
